BIHAR-HOOCH
In Bihar, the death toll has climbed to 25 in a hooch tragedy in the



Siwan and Saran districts. Talking to Akashvani News, Prohibition and
Excise Minister Ratnesh Sada said that 20 people succumbed to death in
Siwan, whereas five people died in Saran district in the last 24 hours after
consuming suspected spurious liquor. All the deceased were residents of
different villages in the Bhagwanpur Haat and Mashrakh police station
areas. A Special Investigation Team has been constituted to investigate the
incident. The Minister said that 22 people fell ill, and three have lost their
vision, they are undergoing treatment at different hospitals. The Minister
said that the relatives of those who lost their lives will receive
compensation according to Prohibition Law. Police teams have reached the
affected areas, and they are investigating the matter. A team from the
Prohibition and Excise Department is also visiting the villages from where
the local residents have consumed the suspected spurious liquor.

BANGLADESH-PM

In Bangladesh, a three-member tribunal on Thursday issued an
arrest warrant against ousted prime minister Sheikh Hasina and 45 others,
including top Awami League leaders, in connection with alleged crimes
against humanity committed during the July-August mass protests. The
tribunal led by Md Golam Mortuza Majumdar passed the order, allowing a
plea of the prosecution. The chief prosecutor of the tribunal Advocate
Mohammad Tajul Islam revealed the information on Thursday that the
tribunal passed the order, asking to arrest and subsequently produce her
before the court by November 18, reports Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha
(BSS). Earlier on October 14, the interim government led by Prof



Muhammad Yunus reconstituted the International Crimes Tribunal by
appointing its chairman and two members to start the trials of people who
committed alleged crimes against humanity during the July-August mass
protests against then government.
