He said, the East Asia
Summit will provide an opportunity to deliberate on the challenges to peace, stability
and prosperity in the Indo-Pacific region. The Prime Minister said, India share close
cultural and civilisational ties with the region, including with Lao PDR, which are
enriched by shared heritage of Buddhism and Ramayana. He said, he is looking
forward to his meetings with the Lao PDR leadership to further strengthen the bilateral
ties. Mr Modi expressed confidence that the visit will further deepen the engagement
with ASEAN countries. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi yesterday,
Secretary East in the Ministry of External Affairs, Jaideep Mazumdar informed that this
will be the Prime Minister's tenth attendance at the ASEAN-India Summit. He said,
Prime Minister Modi is travelling to Vientiane at the invitation of Prime Minister of Laos,
Sonexay Siphandone. Mr Mazumdar said, Prime Minister Modi along with other heads
of States in government of ASEAN countries will review the progress of the relations
between India and ASEAN and also chart the future direction of the relationship. India



is marking a decade of the Act East Policy this year. Relations with ASEAN are a central
pillar of the Act East Policy and the Indo-Pacific vision. The ASEAN-India Summit will
review progress of India-ASEAN relations through the Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership and chart the future direction of cooperation.

with a focus on building a more integrated, connected and resilient ASEAN community
to respond to various pressing challenges and seize opportunities to bring about
benefits to ASEAN people. The three-day event will feature related summits, including
the 27th ASEAN-China Summit, the 27th ASEAN Plus Three Summit (ASEAN-China,
Japan and the Republic of Korea) and the 19th East Asia Summit.

For India, Arundhati
Reddy and Asha Sobhana took three wickets each, while Renuka Singh Thakur scalped
two wickets. Harmanpreet Kaur was declared Player of the Match.

The win also helped the Indian Women to go above Pakistan and New Zealand in
Group A, as well as cross the latter's net run rate. With the loss, Sri Lanka are officially
out of the tournament. Now the Indian women's team has one game left to play in the
group stage as the team will seek to extend its winning streak against Australia on
October 13.

Today, in the Group 'B' match, Bangladesh Women will take on West Indies
Women at Sharjah. The match is scheduled to begin at 7:30 PM IST.
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
