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DAY PREZ-VISIT : President Droupadi Murmu departed for a three nation visit to Algeria,
Mauritania and Malawi this morning. This will be the first ever visit by the President of India to the
three African nations and comes a year after the African Union was made a permanent member of G
20 during India’s Presidency. During her visit, President Droupadi Murmu will hold bilateral meetings
and interact with Indian diaspora. President Droupadi Murmu emplaned for the capital city of Algeria,
Algiers this morning as part of her 3 nation visit. The President is scheduled to reach the Algiers
today later in the evening around 9 pm India time. During the three day visit in Ageria, President
Droupadi Murmu will hold bilateral meetings with the President of People Democratic Republic of
Algeria Abdelmadjid Tebboune and other major leaders. The President will also visit important
cultural and historical sites of Algeria like Magam Echahid, the martys memorial where she will be
laying the wreath. The President will also visit the , Roman Ruins, Mausoleum and Hamma Garden.
President is also scheduled to address the India-Algeria Economic Forum. On the second leg of the
visit, President Droupadi Murmu will visit Mauritania on 16th and in the final leg of her visit, President
will visit Malawi from from 17th to 19th. During the visit to these countries, the President is
scheduled to hold bilateral meetings with the leadership and I will also interact with key trade and
industry leaders and the Indian diaspora.

PAK-SECTION 144: In Pakistan, Punjab government has imposed Section 144 in Rawalpindi till
October 17 to maintain the law and order situation during the upcoming Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation (SCO) summit to be held in Islamabad on 15th and 16th of this month. Section 144 of
Pakistan allows the government to prohibit various forms of political assemblies, gatherings, sit-ins,
rallies, demonstrations, and similar activities for a specified period. In Rawalpindi, this restriction will



be in effect for a week till October 17. Meanwhile, the central government of Pakistan has deployed
troops from the Pakistan Army in Islamabad from October 5 to 17, under Article 245 of the
Constitution, to maintain law and order during the summit. Officials have also announced the closure
of marriage halls, restaurants, and cafes for five days in the twin cities of Rawalpindi and Islamabad.
External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar will also travel to Islamabad to attend the SCO Summit this
month.

PM-GATISHAKTI: The Prime Minister Narendra Modi has lauded the completion of three years of
PM GatiShakti National Master Plan stating that the initiative has emerged as a transformative in
revolutionizing India’s infrastructure. In a social media post, Mr. Modi said that GatiShakti has
significantly enhanced multimodal connectivity, driving faster and more efficient development across
sectors. He added that the seamless integration of various stakeholders has led to boosting logistics,
reducing delays, and creating new opportunities for several people.The Prime Minister also said that
with Gati Shakti, the country is adding speed to fulfill the vision of a Viksit Bharat and it will
encourage progress, entrepreneurship, and innovation.

OM BIRLA - IPU ASSEMBLY : Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla will lead a Parliamentary delegation to
149th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU) scheduled to be held in Geneva from today till
the 17th of this month. Mr. Birla will address the assembly on the theme “Harnessing science,
technology and innovation for a more peaceful and sustainable future.” He will participate in the
meetings of the IPU’s Governing council and will meet the Indian Diaspora in Geneva on 14th of this
month. Besides this he will also meet his counterparts from other Parliaments on the sidelines of the
Assembly.The Delegation comprises of Rajya Sabha deputy chairman Harivansh Singh, Secretary
General of both the houses and various other Members of Parliament. The IPU has 180 member
parliaments and 15 associate members. Members include parliaments from large countries like China,
India, and Indonesia, as well as smaller countries like Cabo Verde, San Marino, and Palau.

WOMEN'S T20 WC CRICKET : In the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, India will take on Australia
in the Group A match at Sharjah Cricket Stadium, Sharjah this evening. The match will start at 7.30
PM IST. In another Group B match match today, England women will take on Scotland women at
Sharjah. The match will start at 3:30 PM, IST. Yesterday, in the Group 'B' match, South Africa beat
Bangladesh by 7 wickets at Dubai International Cricket Ground in Dubai last night and reclaimed their
top spot in the points table. South Africa chased the target of 107 runs in 17.2 overs for the loss off 3
wickets with Tazmin Brits scored 42 runs and Anneke Bosch scored 25 runs.

PM INTERNSHIP SCHEME : The registration has begun for the Prime Minister Internship scheme
at the online portal pminternship.mca.gov.in and will remain open till the 25th of this month. About
91 thousand internship opportunities have been offered by 193 companies so far on the portal for the
Scheme. The government aims to provide 1.25 lakh internship opportunities during the Financial Year
2024-25. The total cost of the pilot project will be 800 crore rupees. The government aims to provide
12-month internships for one crore candidates in the age group of 21 to 24 years, for five years. An
intern will receive monthly financial assistance of five thousand rupees for 12 months and a one-time
grant of six thousand rupees. As per the sources, opportunities are available across 737 districts,
spread over 36 States and Union Territories. The opportunities are spread across 24 sectors including
oil, gas and energy, travel and hospitality, automotive and banking and financial services. The top
companies for this Pilot Project have been identified based on the average Corporate Social
Responsibility expenditure of the last three years. Participation of the companies in this Scheme is
voluntary. Apart from this, any other company, bank, or financial institution desirous of participating



in the Scheme, may do so with the approval of the Ministry of Corporate Affairs.

POLAND SUSPENSION : In Poland, Prime Minister Donald Tusk has announced plans to temporary
suspend certain asylum rights in a bid to reduce illegal immigration. In Warsaw, during a 'Civic
Platform Party' convention yesterday, Prime Minister Donald Tusk emphasised the need for European
recognition of Poland's decision explaining that the right to asylum is being exploited by hostile
nations and human traffickers. He said our state must regain full control over who enters the country
assuring that the government would minimise illegal migration. As per the media reports, Tusk also
stressed that Poland would not adopt any EU policies that jeopardise its security. He further
emphasised the importance of integration for those wishing to stay in Poland long-term, citing
Germany's past failure to prioritise this in its migration policy.

INTERNATIONAL DAY FOR DISASTER RISK REDUCTION: UN Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres, urged global action to protect children, who are increasingly vulnerable to climate-driven
disasters. Marking the International Day for Disaster Risk Reduction 2024, he stressed the
devastating impacts of disasters on societies and economies, particularly on children, whose
education, health, and safety are often severely disrupted. This year's theme focuses on,
Empowering the next generation for a resilient future. Mr. Guterres called for universal early warning
systems, disaster-resilient schools, and the involvement of young people in building resilience. He
said we owe it to future generations to shape a safer, more resilient tomorrow. The day highlights
the crucial role of education in reducing disaster risks globally.
