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PM - KARMAYOGI SAPTAH

Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched the ‘Karmayogi Saptah’—National
Learning Week at the Dr. Ambedkar International Centre in New Delhi
today. Addressing the gathering, the Prime Minister said that through
Mission Karmayogi, the goal is to create human resources that would
become the driving force of our country’s development. He underlined that
the new learnings and experiences during the National Learning Week will
provide strength and help in improving working systems, which will help us
achieve our goal of Viksit Bharat by 2047.

The Prime Minister also discussed the steps taken to change the mindset of
the government over the last ten years, whose impact is being felt by
people today. He said this has become possible due to the efforts of the
people working in the government and through the impact of steps like
Mission Karmayogi. The Prime Minister emphasised that while the world
views artificial intelligence (AI) as an opportunity, for India, it presents
both a challenge and an opportunity. He spoke about two Als, one being
artificial intelligence and the other, aspirational India. The Prime Minister
stressed the importance of balancing both and said that if we successfully
utilise artificial intelligence to drive progress for Aspirational India, it could
lead to a transformative change.



Mr. Modi also suggested to the civil servants to keep themselves abreast of
the latest technological developments to meet the rising standards,
wherein Mission Karmayogi can prove to be of help. He stressed the need
for innovative thinking and following a citizen-centric approach. He
mentioned seeking help from startups, research agencies, and youngsters
for getting new ideas.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi also lauded the iGOT platform and said that
more than 40 lakh government employees have registered on the platform.
Over 1400 courses are available, and more than 1.5 crore certificates of
completion in various courses have been received by the officers.

Mission Karmayogi was launched in September 2020, envisioning a future-
ready civil service rooted in Indian ethos with a global perspective. National
Learning Week will provide fresh impetus towards individual and
organisational capacity development for civil servants, creating a One
Government message, aligning everyone with national goals, and
promoting lifelong learning.

President Droupadi Murmu departed for New Delhi from Malawi after the
completion of her three-nation visit to Algeria, Mauritania, and Malawi.
President Droupadi Murmu was accorded a warm ceremonial and
traditional farewell. She was seen off by the vice president of Malawi,
Michael Bizwick Usi, and other higher officials. The three African nations
visit of President Droupadi Murmu had added a new chapter to the historic
relations of India with Algeria, Mauritania, and Malawi. The visit came a
year after the African Union was made a permanent member of the G20
during India’s Presidency. During the weeklong visit, President Droupadi
Murmu held bilateral meetings with the leadership of all 3 countries and
interacted with the Indian diaspora. This visit had reaffirmed India’s strong
commitment to further strengthen India’s existing cordial relations with the
countries in Africa.

JHARKHAND BJP FIRST LIST

BIP today released the first list of its 66 candidates for the upcoming
Assembly Elections in Jharkhand. The list includes the names of former
Chief Minister and BIP State President Babulal Marandi, who will contest
from the Dhanwar seat, while former Chief Minister Champai Soren will be
the party candidate from Saraikella Assembly constituency. Besides, the
Party has filed Sita Soren from Jamtara seat, Geeta Koda from
Jaganathpur, and Geeta Balmuchu from Chaibasa constituency, while C. P.
Singh has been nominated from Ranchi seat. Under the seat-sharing
formula of the NDA, the BJP will contest on 68 seats. The names of
candidates for the remaining two seats were not announced today.

Earlier today, I.N.D.I.A block also announced the seat-sharing formula for
the Elections. Jharkhand Mukti Morcha and Congress will contest on 70
seats. Talking to reporters in Ranchi, JMM Executive President Hemant
Soren said 11 seats were given to RIJD and CPI-ML. Mr. Soren said seat
sharing between JMM and Congress will be decided soon. Similarly, sharing
seats of RJD and CPI-ML will be shortly announced. Hemant Soren said the
list of the candidates is also ready, and it will be made public.

Elections to the 81-member Jharkhand Assembly will be held in two phases
on the 13th and 20th of next month. The counting of votes will take place
on the 23rd of November.



BJP BY-ELECTIONS

BJP has released the names of candidates for the upcoming Assembly by-
elections in Assam, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Karnataka, Kerala, Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, and West Bengal, and one parliamentary seat in
Kerala. The Party has fielded Navya Haridas against Congress candidate
Priyanka Gandhi Vadra for the upcoming Wayanad Lok Sabha bypoll in
Kerala. For Assembly bypolls, the BJP announced the names of candidates
on three seats in Assam, two seats each in Bihar, Karnataka, Kerala, and
Madhya Pradesh, and six seats each in Rajasthan and West Bengal.

CRICKET

India were all out for 462 runs in their second innings on the fourth day of
the opening Test against New Zealand at M. Chinnaswamy Stadium in
Bengaluru. India is currently leading by 106 runs against New Zealand.
Earlier, Rishabh Pant missed out on a hundred after Sarfaraz Khan's
majestic 150 as India reached 438 for six at tea on the fourth day of the
rain-hit opening Test match. On the third day yesterday, the visitors posted
a huge total of 402 runs in their first inning, after devastating Indian
innings for 46 runs. India are currently at the top of the World Test
Championship standings, while New Zealand is in sixth place.

The Prime Minister will inaugurate 14 projects at a cost of 380.13
crores including RJ Shankar Eye Hospital and Sigra Stadium during his visit
to his parliamentary constituency Varanasi. He will lay foundation stone of
many other projects worth around Rs 2874 crores.The Prime Minister will
dedicate many facilities like health, education, sports, religion, tourism,
employment, accommodation and aviation to the public.
