J&K - COUNTING
In Jammu and Kashmir, in preparation for the counting of votes, a robust three-tier security
system has been implemented at all counting centers across the Union Territory. All necessary
arrangements have been finalized to ensure the smooth and secure conduct of the vote counting,
scheduled for October 8. A report:

As the eagerly awaited vote counting approaches, authorities are ensuring that
the process will proceed efficiently and securely. To ensure a hassle-free experience on
counting day, essential infrastructure and safety measures have been put in place.

Basic facilities like washrooms and drinking water will be available for everyone
involved. Besides, precautions for implementing fire safety measures and stationing
medical staff on standby for any emergencies have also been taken. Counting halls
have been set up to accommodate the process for each constituency, and the election
department has ensured there are enough tables to conduct round-wise counting of
the Electronic Voting Machines (EVMs). The randomization of counting staff is nearly
complete, a key step in ensuring impartiality during the vote count and the counting
teams are well-equipped and ready for the task at hand. This election was significant
for Jammu and Kashmir, as it was the first since the abrogation of Article 370 and the
first Assembly election after more than a decade. Voting was held in three phases on

September 18, 25, and October 1 and the overall voter turnout across all three phases
was recorded at 63.88%, with male voter turnout at 64.68% and female turnout at

63.04%. The Jammu and Kashmir Assembly election, the first since the region's
reorganization, has garnered significant attention nationwide. The counting of votes,
set to take place under the strict supervision of the Election Commission, is being
closely monitored as the Union Territory awaits the results from its constituencies. As
first assembly polls in a decade all eyes now turn to the counting scheduled for
October 8. The election held for the first time after the abrogation of Article 370 in
August 2019, witnessed a high voter turnout and significant campaigning from major
political parties, and has sparked a flurry of claims and counterclaims regarding
potential victories. In the 90 seats J&K Assembly, to secure a simple majority, a party
or a coalition required 46 MLAs. Independent candidates and smaller parties may play
a decisive role in government formation as the mandate is expected to be highly

Israeli warplanes launched a series of air strike on Lebanese capital Beirut's southern
suburbs last night. The targeted areas included Amrousieh, Choueifat, Haret Hreik, and Burj al-
Barajneh. Earlier, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu said that Israeli army has destroyed a
significant portion of Hezbollah's missile and rocket capabilities. In a recorded video address
Netanyahu also said that the Israeli forces are dismantling the Lebanese group's tunnel system
near the border.

Netanyahu also took aim at French President Emmanuel Macron, who emphasised to
prioritize a political solution and called for halting the supply of weapons to Israel.

In response, French President Emmanuel Macron’s office said, we must return to diplomatic
solutions. France is Israel’s steadfast friend, Netanyahu’s words are excessive and unrelated to the
friendship between France and Israel.

Since September 23, Israeli military has intensified its airstrikes against Hezbollah across
Lebanon. The airstrikes have also targeted and killed key Hezbollah leaders, including the group's
secretary-general, Hassan Nasrallah. In addition, Israel has launched what it describes as a
"limited" ground operation in Lebanon.

NIA RAIDS

The National Investigation Agency (NIA) has carried out searches at multiple raids in
connection with an ongoing investigation into a terror financing case involving Jaish-e-Mohammad
(JeM). The raids were conducted across five states and Union Territories, including Jammu and
Kashmir, Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh, Assam, and Delhi, covering 26 locations yesterday. The NIA
searched premises in Meerut and Saharanpur in UP; Goalpara in Assam; Aurangabad, Jalna, and
Malegaon in Maharashtra; Baramulla, Pulwama, and Ramban in Jammu and Kashmir and Delhi.

During the searches, NIA teams seized several incriminating documents, electronic devices,
pamphlets, and magazines. These are being examined for further leads and evidence against the
suspects whose premises were searched yesterday. The suspects were engaged in radicalising
individuals and disseminating terrorist related propaganda. They also radicalised and recruited
youth into the Jamaat outfit, inspired by JeM. The suspects also motivated youth to commit terror
attacks across India, as revealed by NIA investigations.
