CDSCO-DRUGS 
 

Central Drug Standards Control Organisation, CDSCO has flagged select batches of four 

drugs as spurious. Out of nearly three thousand samples tested, 49 drugs were asked 

to be recalled as they were found less efficacious. Only nearly 1.5 percent of the total 

drugs sampled were found to be less efficacious. Talking to media in New Delhi 

yesterday, Drugs Controller General of India, Rajeev Singh Raghuvanshi said vigilant 

action and monitoring of drugs by CDSCO has drastically brought down the percentage

RAILWAY-SPECAIL TRAIN 
 

In view of upcoming festivals, including Diwali and Chhath Puja, Northern Railway will 

operate 195 additional trips of special trains from today until 7th of next month for the 

convenience of passengers.

INDIA-GERMANY JOINT STATEMENT 
 

India and Germany have expressed their deepest concern over the war raging in 

Ukraine, including its terrible and tragic humanitarian consequences. In the Joint 



Statement, following the 7th India-Germany Inter-Governmental Consultations in New 

Delhi yesterday, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and German Chancellor Olaf Scholz 

reiterated the need for a comprehensive, just, and lasting peace in line with 

international law. The two leaders also noted the negative impacts of the war in Ukraine 

with regard to global food and energy security, especially for developing and least 

developed countries. They emphasized that the use or threat of use” of nuclear 

weapons in the conflict is “unacceptable. They stressed the significance of adhering to 

international law, as enshrined in the UN Charter. 

In the Joint Statement, the two leaders also strongly condemned terrorism and violent 

extremism in all forms. Prime Minister Modi and Chancellor Scholz also called for unified 

efforts against all terrorist groups, including those designated by the United Nations 

Security Council (UNSC). The leaders expressed their shared interest in achieving peace 

and stability in the West Asia region. They unequivocally condemned the terrorist attack 

by Palestinian armed group Hamas on 7th of October last year. The leaders expressed 

concern over the large-scale loss of civilian lives and the humanitarian crisis in Gaza. 

They called for the immediate release of all hostages taken by Hamas and an 

immediate ceasefire as well as the urgent improvement of access and sustained 

distribution of humanitarian assistance at scale throughout Gaza. The leaders 

underscored the need to prevent the conflict from escalating and spilling over in the 

region. In this regard, they called on all regional players to act responsibly and with 

restraint. India and Germany stressed the importance of the Indo-Pacific for prosperity 

and security as well as for addressing global challenges. Both sides also highlighted the 

importance of freedom of navigation and of unimpeded maritime routes in accordance 

with International Law, in all maritime domains, including in the Indo-Pacific. In this 

context, both governments declared their joint intent to conclude a Memorandum of 

Arrangement regarding mutual logistics support and exchange between the armed 

forces of India and Germany to further intensify defence and security ties and to 

establish a basis for provision of mutual logistics support, including in the Indo-Pacific 

theatre. With a view to deepening cooperation in the Indo-Pacific, Germany will 

permanently deploy a Liaison Officer in the Information Fusion Centre - Indian Ocean 



Region (IFC-IOR) at Gurugram to monitor the marine traffic in IOR. Both leaders 

stressed the crucial importance of a comprehensive Free Trade Agreement, Investment 

Protection Agreement and an Agreement on Geographical Indications between the 

European Union and India. They called for early conclusion of the negotiations.  

 

ISRAEL-LEBANON 
 

In West Asia, Israeli warplanes raided the al-Qaa Jousieh border crossing between 

Lebanon and Syria, resulting in its closure. According to media reports, Israeli 

warplanes fired four air-to-ground missiles in the Al-Qaa axis in eastern Lebanon. 

Lebanese Minister of Public Works and Transport Ali Hamieh confirmed that the 

crossing is now out of service. On the other hand, a rocket fired from Lebanon hit a 

northern Israel's Druze town. According to reports, at least five people were injured 

with two being in critical condition. The Israel Defense Forces (IDF) said the strike was 

part of a barrage that included about 30 rockets, which were launched from Lebanon at 

locations in the Upper Galilee area. The force said, some rockets were intercepted and 

hits were identified. 

 

JAISHANKAR GERMAN FM 
 

External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar held discussions with his German counterpart 

Annalena Baerbock in New Delhi today. In a social media post, Dr. Jaishankar said they 

held wide-ranging discussions on a number of regional and global issues. He said that 

the India-Germany strategic partnership continues to deepen as it enters its 25th year. 

The External Affairs Minister also held talks with German Vice Chancellor and Economic 

Affairs and Climate Action Minister Robert Habeck. Both the leaders  exchanged views 

on contemporary global challenges, both strategic and economic.
