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HARYANA-ASSEMBLY POLLS VOTING

In Haryana, voting for the single-phase Assembly Elections will be held today on 90
constituencies. The polling will begin at 7 in the morning and conclude at 6 in the
evening. Over two crore three lakh voters will decide the fate of 1,031 candidates. A
total of 20,632 polling stations have been set up across the State. Chief Electoral Officer
of the state, Pankaj Agarwal said, adequate security arrangements have been made at
all polling stations along with webcasting facility to ensure free, fair, and smooth voting.
He said, if the name of a voter is in the voter list but he does not have a voter ID card,
then as per the directions of the Election Commission, he can cast his vote by showing
any of the 12 alternative identity cards. These include Aadhar card, MNREGA job card,

driving license, PAN card and Indian passport. <><><>

REV NAGPUR KIREN RIJIJU PC

Union Minister for Minority Affairs Kiren Rijiju today said that, the central government is
committed to protect the rights of marginalised sections within the Muslim community by
bringing the Waqgf amendment Bill by considering all the suggestions given by Joint
Parliamentary Committee JPC in the upcoming winter session of the parliament .He was
addressing a Press Conference in Nagpur today .

While explaining the motive behind the act, the Minister said , hand full of well-off



Muslims have captured the key properties in waqgf and have kept other marginalised
sections of the Muslim community deprived from the benefits of these properties. The
Minister said the government will give justice to such communities by enacting this act
which will pave the way for protecting the lands under government control. While
responding to a question related to Manipur violence, the Minister clarified that the
ongoing violence in the Manipur is between the ethnic communities and it is not against
the central government. The Minister explained that the central government will find a
solution but the military action is not the ultimate solution to stop this violence.

Earlier in the day, Kiren Rijiju visited the Deekshabhoomi- central memorial of Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar in Nagpur and paid his tribute to the memorial. He also
highlighted that the central government is committed for the development of Buddhist
religious sites in Maharashtra including Deekshabhoomi in Nagpur and Chaitybhoomi in

Mumbai.

MEA - JAISHANKAR SCO

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar will lead the Indian delegation to Islamabad for
the SCO Summit to be held in 15th and 16th October. Ministry spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal confirmed this at a media briefing in Delhi this afternoon. On Zakir Naik's visit to
Pakistan, Mr Jaiswal said India is not surprised that a fugitive from Indian justice has
received a high level welcome in Pakistan. He termed it as disappointing and

condemnable.

REV. INDIAN AIR FORCE

Indian Air Force will celebrate its 92nd Raising Day on 6th and 8th of October this month
in Chennai. Addressing the media in New Delhi today, Group Captain Supandeep Singh
said a splendid air show will be held at Marina Beach for One hour 53 minutes. The main
function to commemorate the raising day will be organised on 8th of October, featuring
a brief flypast and parade at Air Force Station in Tambaram. He also mentioned that this
time the air force is aiming to break the record of Limca Book of records in terms of

visitor numbers. He added that 10-12 lakh visitors are expected to witness this air show.



Meanwhile, Chief of the Air Staff Air Marshal Amar Preet Singh said the Air Force is
focusing on indigenisation to well maintain its equipment and supply chain. He added
that Air Force targets to have entire inventory to be developed and produced in India by

2047 to have system in place for their maintenance.

PM KAUTILYA ECONOMIC CONCLAVE

Prime Minister Nanrendra Modi today stated that five semiconductor plants of India will
soon be installed in different parts of the globe and the ‘Made in India’ chips will be
accessible to the world. Addressing the Kautilya Economic Conclave in New Delhi, the
Prime Minister said India has moved from being an importer of mobile phones to being a
producer. He stressed that there are ample investment opportunities in India in every
sector. Mr Modi highlighted that India is the world’s fastest growing and the fifth largest
economy. He said that the Indian Era is being discussed amidst a global emergency and
this shows how the world trusts India. He pointed out that India stands as the top nation
in terms of fintech adoption rate. He noted that half of the global real time transaction
happens in India and the country is the largest manufacturer of two-wheelers and
tractors, and the second largest manufacturer of mobile phones.

Mr Modi underlined that reform, perform and transform’ is the guiding mantra for the
government. He asserted that the confidence of 140 crore Indians is government's
strength and expressed commitment to bring more structural reforms for the
betterment of India.

The Prime Minister stated that global leaders and financial experts are optimistic about
India’s growth. He further stated that the investors believe that it is the right time to
invest in India.

EVE RAJNATH SIDM
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh today said that Government is committed to make
defence industry export-oriented with India as a global manufacturing hub.

New Delhi, Defence Minister said that the domestic defence production has crossed the
record figure of 1 Lakh 27 thousand crore Rupees in the year 2023-24.

Intelligence, cyber defence and autonomous systems to be future ready. He also
highlighted the steps taken to attain Aatmanirbharta in the sector, including creation of
defence industrial corridors in Uttar Pradesh and Tamil Nadu, and issuance of positive
indigenisation lists. Besides, the Minister also cited corporatisation of Ordnance Factory
Board, handholding of private industries by DRDO, and unveiling of Defence Acquisition
Procedure 2020 as initiatives taken by his Ministry.

Mr. Singh also urged the SIDM to prepare a roadmap for collaboration on a firm-to-firm
basis.
