Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold discussions with President of
Maldives Dr. Mohamed Muizzu in New Delhi today on bilateral, regional,
and international issues of mutual interest. Several agreements are also
expected to be signed between the two countries following the meeting.

Before the talks, the Maldivian President will be accorded a
ceremonial reception at Rashtrapati Bhawan. He will also visit Rajghat and
pay tributes to Mahatma Gandhi. He will meet President Droupadi Murmu
and Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar. Dr Muizzu will visit Agra and
Mumbai tomorrow and Bengaluru on Wednesday. Dr. Muizzu arrived in
New Delhi yesterday on a five day visit to India.

RBI - MPC

The 3-day meeting of Reserve Bank of India's Monetary Policy
Committee (MPC) will begin today. Experts suggest that the RBI is likely to
maintain the status quo on key interest rates. The risk of food inflation and
economic growth are the key concerns for the RBI to consider.

The government has tasked the central bank to ensure that
Consumer Price Index (CPI) based retail inflation remain in the tolerance
band of 4 percent with a margin of 2 per cent on either side.

Earlier this month, the MPC was reconstituted, with three new
members joining it. MPC Chairman and RBI Governor Shaktikanta Das will
reveal the outcome of the three-day discussion on Wednesday.

Israel remains on high alert on the first anniversary of deadly terror
attack by Hamas on October 7 last year. israeli Defence Forces said, it iS
anticipating possible long-range rocket fire or other attacks from Gaza.
Israel has deployed more troops near Gaza.

Meanwhile, a gunman attacked a bus station at Beersheba in Israel,
killing one woman and injuring 10 others. Police described the shooting as
a terrorist attack. The attacker, reportedly a member of the Bedouin
minority, was killed by soldiers.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu visited IDF troops
stationed near the northern border, just meters from Hezbollah's
strongholds. Mr Netanyahu addressed the soldiers, praising their efforts
and resilience. More from our correspondent:

"Israel’s military leadership also remains resolute. IDF Chief
of the General Staff, Lieutenant General Herzi Halevi, addressed
soldiers and reservists, acknowledging the failures on October 7
last year but highlighting the progress made since. Halevi
stressed that while the fight continues, Israel’s military has
successfully dealt heavy blows to its enemies, particularly Hamas
and Hezbollah. Halevi said that a year has passed since they failed
to protect Israeli citizens, but they have regrouped and
strengthened, having defeated the military wing of Hamas and
dealt a severe blow to Hezbollah, which has lost its senior
leadership. He urged soldiers to continue with perseverance,

recognizing their efforts in what he called “"one of the most
complex wars Israel has known.”

In a related development, Iran’s civil aviation authority has
suspended all flights from its airports until this morning, following Israel’s
vow to retaliate for last week’s Iranian missile strike. This move further
escalates the already tense situation in the region as Israel prepares to
respond to multiple threats.

In men's cricket, India registered a comfortable seven-wicket win
over Bangladesh in the first T20I of the three-match series in Gwalior last
night. Chasing a target of 128 runs, India dominated with its batting
attack, winning the match in just 11.5 overs. Sanju Samson and
Suryakumar Yadav contributed 29 runs each, while Hardik Pandya
remained unbeaten with a winning knock of 39 off 16 balls. For
Bangladesh, Mustafizur Rahman and Mehidy Hasan Miraz each took one
wicket.

Earlier, after being put into bat, Bangladesh was bundled out for just
127 runs, with one delivery remaining in the innings. Mehidy Hasan Miraz
was the highest scorer for Bangladesh, finishing with an unbeaten 35 runs.
Arshdeep Singh and Varun Chakravarthy clinched three wickets each to
restrict Bangladesh at below par score.

Arshdeep Singh was adjudged Player of the Match.

The second T20I match between India and Bangladesh will be played
at Arun Jaitley International Stadium in Delhi on Wednesday from 7 PM
onwards.
