DGCA-AIR INDIA : Aviation regulator, the Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has been
instructed to conduct a thorough examination of the Air India Express plane that suffered a hydraulic
failure while operating from Trichy to Sharjah yesterday. The DGCA will conduct probe to ascertain
the exact cause of glitch. In a statement, Civil Aviation Minister Ram Mohan Naidu Kinjarapu said,
passenger safety is government's top priority and will continue to work closely with all airlines and
aviation authorities to ensure the highest standards of safety and comfort in the skies. Last evening,
an Air India Express flight made an emergency landing at Tiruchirappalli airport in Tamil Nadu
following a reported hydraulic failure. The crew followed all safety protocols, ensuring the well-being
of every passenger during the emergency.

TIRUCHI- INDIA EXPRESS FLIGHT : Passengers of an Air India Express flight had a narrow
escape today, when the aeroplane developed a technical snag with its landing gear soon after getting
airborne. The flight was going from Tiruchi to Sharjah with 154 passengers and crew. An emergency
appeal was sent to the Tiruchi airport so that the aircraft could land. After two hours of flying and
exhausting most of the fuel, the flight landed at the airport safely. Firefighters and ambulances were
kept ready for any emergency situation.

FEBI-PIYUSH GOYAL : Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said that India-Europe
trade can grow exponentially with mutual understanding and cooperation. Speaking at the launch of
the Federation of European Business in India in New Delhi yesterday, the Minister said, the world
cannot work on the principle of retaliation but has to find solutions through mutual cooperation. He
also said, the European Union’s policies and actions like rules related to deforestation, Carbon Border
Adjustment Mechanism have impacted the Indian Industry. Speaking about the Free Trade
Agreement negotiations with the European Union, the Minister highlighted that European countries
are attracted to India for its vibrant democracy, rule of law, demographic dividend and decisive
leadership which assures stability and growth.

RAIJNATH - ARMY COMMANDERS CONFERENCE : Defence Minister Rajnath Singh has
commended the Army for the high standards of operational preparedness and capabilities. He was
virtually addressing the second Army Commanders’ Conference in Gangtok, Sikkim. He said, issues
related to defence diplomacy, indigenisation, information warfare, defence infrastructure and force
modernisation should always be contemplated in such a forum.

J&K-GOVT FORMATION : In J&K, Omar Abdulla of National Conference today staked claim to form
the government and handed over the letters of support from Congress, CPIM, AAP and Independents
to the Lieutenant Governor Manoj Sinha. Later, speaking to the media, he said that he has requested
the Lieutenant Governor to fix a date for the swearing-in ceremony so that the government can be
formed in Jammu and Kashmir.

PM EAST ASIA SUMMIT: India and Lao PDR today signed six MoUs and agreements in the fields
including defence cooperation, customs, audio-visual, and preservation of heritage. India has also
decided to provide one million US dollar financial assistance to a project to improve nutrition security
in Laos with food fortification through the India-UN Development Partnership Fund. The MoUs were
exchanged in the presence of Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his Lao PDR counterpart Sonexay
Siphandone in Vientiane, Lao PDR. On the second day of his visit to Laos, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi met President of Lao PDR Thongloun Sisoulith in Vientiane. The Prime Minister congratulated
President Sisoulith for successfully hosting the ASEAN Summit and the East Asia Summit. During the
meeting, the two leaders discussed bilateral ties and reaffirmed their commitment to further
strengthen the close partnership. President Sisoulith thanked Mr. Modi for India’s humanitarian
assistance to Lao PDR in the wake of floods caused by Typhoon Yagi. Prime Minister Narendra Modi
also held bilateral talks with Prime Minister of Lao PDR Sonexay Siphandone in Vientiane. The two
leaders discussed various areas of bilateral cooperation such as development partnership, capacity
building, disaster management, renewable energy, heritage restoration, economic ties, defence
collaboration, and people-to-people ties.

Earlier, speaking
at the 19th East Asia Summit in Vientiane, Lao PDR, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has stressed that
a free, open, inclusive, prosperous and rules-based Indo-Pacific is vital for the peace and progress of
the entire region. He said, peace, security and stability of the South China Sea is in the interest of
the entire Indo-Pacific region.
