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ISRAEL- IRAN CONFLICT



Iran’s leadership has said it is weighing a response to weekend’s Israeli
airstrikes, as the country called on the UN security council to meet on Monday. Iran’s
president, Masoud Pezeshkian, said Tehran was not looking for a war but would
respond “appropriately” to Israel’s strikes.

The US has said it is concerned that the cycle of tit-for-tat strikes between the
Middle East's largest military powers could lead to a full-scale regional war.

Shortly after the Israeli attack, Tehran played it down, saying it had caused
limited damage. Meanwhile, the Israeli prime minister, Benjamin Netanyahu, said in a
speech on Sunday that the air force attacked throughout Iran and it hit hard Iran’s
defence capabilities and its ability to produce missiles.

JAISHENKER:

External Affairs Minister, Dr. S Jaishankar said that Mumbai has become a powerful
symbol of counter-terrorism globally. Addressing a press conference in the city on
Sunday, he stressed that India should take a stance against terrorism and it must not
repeat the mistakes of the past. He said, when we talk of zero tolerance against terror,
it is clear that there will be a response to an act of terrorism. Dr. Jaishankar has been
vocal about India’s stance on terrorism, emphasising the need for zero tolerance. At
the 16th BRICS summit in Kazan, Russia, he reaffirmed India’s commitment to
combating terrorism. Dr. Jaishankar also announced that India and China would soon
resume patrolling along the Line of Actual Control (LAC) in Ladakh, restoring
arrangements to what they were prior to the onset of the border standoff in April 2020.
Dr. Jaishankar asserted that alongside global industries, India has earned the trust of
world leaders, enhancing its stature and reputation; as a result, global industries are
keen to invest in India. He expressed the view that industries flourish when both state
and central governments collaborate effectively.

SOP CHILDREN

The Indian Railways, in collaboration with the Ministry of Women and Child
Development, have launched a revised Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for the
protection of vulnerable children. The Ministry of Railways said, the SOP outlines a
robust framework for safeguarding children who came into contact with the Indian
Railways. It also reinforces Indian Railways’ commitment to prevent child exploitation
and trafficking by providing a safety net for at-risk children who may have been
separated from their families.



To safeguard vulnerable children nationwide, Anti-Human Trafficking Unit are to be set
up in about 262 stations across the country. Railways is also running an operation Meri
Saheli for protection of single ladies travelling in trains. The Ministry stated that the
Railway Protection Force (RPF) is undertaking a proactive role to make sure that its
premises are not used by human traffickers to encourage the transportation of children.
RPF has rescued over 57 thousand children in the last five years from trafficking, out of
which close to 18 thousand were girls.

During the launch Women and Child Development Secretary, Anil Malik pressed the
need to safeguard vulnerable groups, especially juveniles who risk exploitation by
human traffickers. He also praised the Indian Railways for its initiatives to enhance the
safety and security of juveniles from the human traffickers.
