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DAY JAMAICA PM-VISIT

Prime Minister of Jamaica Dr. Andrew Holness arrived in New
Delhi this morning on a four day official visit to India. Union
Minister of State for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary received him at
the airport. This is the first visit of Mr Holness to India and also

the first ever bilateral visit of a Prime Minister of Jamaica to India.



Earlier, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and the Jamaican Prime Minister
have met several times on the sidelines of multilateral meetings.

During the visit, Dr Holness will hold delegation level talks
with Prime Minister Modi tomorrow and call on the President and
the Vice President. The visit will also provide an opportunity to him to
meet with other dignitaries and interact with trade and industry leaders. A
number of MoUs are expected to be signed during the visit giving a fillip to
bilateral cooperation.

India and Jamaica share strong historical and cultural linkages,
reflected in their shared colonial past, values of democracy and freedom,
and passion for cricket. This visit is expected to bolster bilateral relations,
enhance economic cooperation, and solidify the longstanding bonds

between Jamaica and India.

PRESIDENT - CONVOCATION

President Droupadi Murmu has said that the central government is continuously making
efforts to expand healthcare facilities in the country. She said, due to the
implementation of Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana, the access of
healthcare facilities to the women has increased immensely. The President was
addressing the 10th Convocation Ceremony of Atal Bihari Vajpayee Institute of Medical
Sciences Dr Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital organised at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi
today. Highlighting the works done by the government in the last ten years to build a
robust healthcare system, President Droupadi Murmu said, the numbers of medical



colleges have increased exponentially and the numbers of MBBS and PG seats also
doubled. She said, MBBS courses have started in most of the newly built AIIMS.
President Droupadi Murmu also expressed confidence that due the steps taken by the
government, quality healthcare facilities will be available at larger scale in the coming
years. Pointing towards the unfortunate incident of misbehaviour with the Doctors, the
President said, everyone should understand that the doctors take all efforts to save the
life of the patients. He urged the people not to misbehave with Doctors and hospital
staff, if any untoward incident happens. She said, any such incidents are condemnable.

NEPAL FLOOD

Nepal's Ministry of Home Affairs confirms that the death toll has
increased to 209 people, 29 people are still missing and 142 people are
injured. Nepal Army and Police have rescued more than 4500 people. Army
has rescued 425 people during its rescue and relief operations.

There is severe damage to infrastructure as roads are broken and
blocked,16 bridges are damaged and there is severe loss of personal
properties of residents in flood-affected areas. People's livelihoods and
businesses are adversely affected. The Department of Roads is trying to
remove debris from blocked roads connecting to the federal capital of
Nepal. The Bhainse-Bhimphedi road has been blocked due to a landslide in
Makwanpur. Two-way traffic has resumed along the Prithvi Highway after

clearing the landslide debris this morning. Works are also underway to



clear the landslides on other blocked roads. Over 1,700 vehicles have
entered Kathmandu following the clearance of the Prithvi Highway which
was blocked by a landslide at Jhyaplekhola in Dahding.

Passengers stranded along the BP Highway in Kavrepalanchowk due
to flooding from the Roshi River are expected to be rescued soon. A Nepali
Army team has been deployed to assist with the rescue operations using
ropes and aerial support.

GROUND INCURSION- LEBANON

Israel appears to be on the brink of launching a ground offensive into
Lebanon. This development follows two weeks of intensive airstrikes and
the high-profile assassination of Hezbollah leader Hassan Nasrallah. More
from our West Asia correspondent:

Israeli Defence Minister Yoav Gallant has hinted at an

imminent next phase of the war, promising to use all available

means to support the return of Israeli citizens who fled Hezbollah

rockets. Meanwhile, reports suggest that Israeli forces are already

positioning for a potential ground operation.

The situation has raised international concern, with US

President Joe Biden expressing opposition to Israeli ground
operations in Lebanon and calling for a ceasefire. However, Israel

appears determined to proceed, with sources indicating the

Hezbollah, for its part, claims readiness for a ground engagement.
The group's deputy leader, Naim Qassem, made this statement in his first
public speech since Nasrallah's assassination.

The ongoing conflict has already taken a heavy toll on Lebanon.
Israeli airstrikes have continued, resulting in significant civilian casualties
and displacement. The Lebanese government reports that about 1,000

civilians have been killed and one million forced to flee their homes.



The assassination of Nasrallah and other Hezbollah commanders
represents a major blow to the organization, which has been engaged in
border skirmishes with Israel since Hamas' October 7 attack. As the
situation continues to evolve, the international community watches closely,
concerned about the potential for further escalation in this volatile region.

KAH EP-II
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ISRAEL-LEBANON

The Israeli military has said that it carried out air strikes in Lebanon.
The Israel Defense Forces stated that the strikes targeted dozens of rocket
launchers and buildings used by Hezbollah to store weapons. The IDF also
said it targeted military buildings used by Hezbollah in various parts of
southern Lebanon. According to Lebanese health officials, over 100 people

have been killed, and hundreds have been injured over a 24-hour period.

In a related development, the Palestinian militant group Hamas
announced that Fateh Sherif Abu el-Amin, the group's leader in Lebanon,
was killed along with some family members in an Israeli air strike in
southern Lebanon. The Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine also

reported that three of its leaders were killed in a strike on Beirut's Kola



district. The PFLP is a left-wing Palestinian armed group.

DSC: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy today released the results of the DSC-2024,
which seeks to fill 11,062 vacant teacher posts in State. The teacher posts includes
filling of 6,508 Secondary Grade Teacher (SGT) posts, 2,629 School Assistant
positions, 727 Language Pandit posts, 182 Physical Education Teacher (PET) roles
and additional SGT posts. Speaking on the occasion, the Chief Minister announced
that the results have been declared on a 1:3 ratio basis. He said appointment letters
to be handover to candidates at LB Stadium on October 9. He said his government
has prioritised education and completed the recruitment process within 65 days
from notification to result announcement. He added that the recruitment of
government jobs will be a continuous process, with vacancies filled as per the job
calendar. Reddy also unveiled plans to improve the state’s educational
infrastructure, announcing the establishment of "Young India Integrated
Residential Schools" across 100 constituencies, with an estimated expenditure of
12,500 crore rupees. Each school will be built with an investment of 100-125 crore
rupees. As a pilot project, these schools will be initially set up in Kodangal and

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CRICKET - TEST DAY 5

In Cricket, Bangladesh will resume their second innings at the
overnight score of 26 for 2 against India on the last day of the Kanpur test
this morning. Mominul Haque and Shadman Islam were at the crease
when stumps were drawn yesterday. For India, Ashwin claimed both the
wickets.

Earlier, on day four, the hosts declared their first innings at 285 for 9
taking a lead of 52 runs. The Indian side registered the fastest 50, 100,
150, 200, and 250 runs in the history of Test cricket. Yashasvi Jaiswal
scored a 31-ball fifty, the fastest by an Indian opener, while KL Rahul
scored a quick 68 off 43 balls. Bangladesh were bundled out for 233 runs
in their first innings. India's leading pace bowler Jasprit Bumrah clinched 3
wicket. For Bangladesh, Mominul Haque scored highest 107 runs.

No ball could be bowled on the second third day of the final test due
to rain and wet outfield.

Bangladesh trail the 1-0 in the two-match series after having lost the
first Test to the hosts in Chennai.
