UP- MIRZAPUR ACCIDENT: At least ten people have been killed and three injured

in a road accident in Mirzapur district of Uttar Pradesh in the wee hours today. The
incident took place near Mirzamurad on Mirzapur-Varanasi border when a truck collided
with a tractor trolley. SP Mirzapur, Abhinandan informed that the tractor trolley was
carrying 13 labourers was hit by the truck from behind. The injured have been admitted
in hospitals. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has directed officials to take care of their
treatment. MP from Mirzapur, Union Minister Anupriya Patel has expressed deep sorrow
over the incident. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has announced an ex-gratia of 2 lakh
rupees to the next of kin of those who lost their lives in a road accident in Mirzapur,
Uttar Pradesh.

The IMD said, Assam, Meghalaya, Arunachal
Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Sikkim
are expected to witness very heavy rainfall today, followed by heavy rainfall over the
next two days.

REV. DRC- BOAT CAPSIZED

In the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), at least 87 people died when an
overcrowded boat capsized on Lake Kivu in the eastern part of the country yesterday.
The provincial government reported that 78 people are still missing. The
exact number of passengers aboard the boat remains unknown. The boat was
traveling from the town of Minova in South Kivu and sank as it approached Goma's
shore. According to witnesses, the overloaded vessel could not withstand a violent wave

and sank 700 meters from the port of Kituku while attempting to dock.
