KURIAN-TN SHRIMP PRODUCTION (Details for website only)

Union Minister of State for Fisheries, Animal Husbandry, Dairying,
and Minority Affairs, George Kurian, attended the 8th consecutive harvest
of a new-age shrimp production system at CIBA’s Muttukadu Experimental
Station near Chennai yesterday. He also launched a third shrimp crop
insurance scheme. Heads of export and fisheries development
organizations like Marine Products Export Development Authority, Coastal
Aquaculture Authority, National Fisheries Development Board and
Department of Fisheries along with representatives from the shrimp
farming sector also attended the event.

The Minister urged the shrimp farming industry to adopt and scale up
this innovative production system, which has the potential to steer Indian
shrimp farming onto the right trajectory. Shrimp species cultivated under
controlled conditions have been a proven commercial aquaculture model,
contributing 70 per cent of seafood export earnings of up to 46,000 crore
rupees. However, profitability in shrimp farming has faced challenges
due to production risks, including disease, rising production costs, and
stagnant farm gate prices. In response to these challenges, ICAR-CIBA has
developed the Next Generation Super-Intensive Precision Shrimp Farming
Technology, which integrates advanced technologies and expertise. He
said, this innovative system is expected to revolutionize the shrimp farming
sector, with the potential to produce 100-120 tonnes of shrimp per hectare
annually across three crop cycles.

MOZAMBIQUE-POLL

In Mozambique, more than 17 million registered voters are all set to
cast their ballots in general elections on Wednesday. They will vote for a
new president, parliamentarians, and provincial governors across the vast
southeastern African country. Incumbent President Filipe Nyusi of the
ruling Mozambique Liberation Front (Frelimo) is ineligible for re-election
after serving two terms. The presidential race features four candidates
including Frelimo’s Daniel Chapo, Ossufo Momade of the main opposition
party, the Mozambican National Resistance (Renamo), Lutero Simango of
the Mozambique Democratic Movement (MDM), and independent candidate
Venancio Mondlane. Electoral campaigns ended on Sunday, with
candidates promising to create jobs, and improve infrastructure. A total of
36 political parties are participating in the elections for the 250-member
House of Assembly and provincial assemblies.

Voting will also occur in nine other countries, including Eswatini,
Kenya, Malawi, South Africa, Tanzania, Zambia, Zimbabwe, Germany, and
Portugal, where polling stations will be set up. Frelimo is expected to
win against a fragmented opposition, having secured all elections since
independence in 1975. In the last election, Frelimo won 184 seats, while
Renamo received 60 and MDM obtained six. International observers,
including a 150-member team from the European Union and a 52-member
delegation from the Southern African Development Community, will
monitor the elections. Counting will begin immediately after polls close on
Wednesday evening.

Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde congratulated the people
of Haryana for prioritizing growth and development over false promises. In
a tweet, Shinde also extended his congratulations to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Home Minister Amit Shah, and BJP National President J.P.

He expressed confidence that the people of
Maharashtra will also opt for the ‘double engine’ government and resist
faling prey to the opposition's caste-based politics and misleading
narratives. Assembly elections in Maharashtra are scheduled for next
month.

She
acknowledged the Congress party's allegations of electoral malpractices in
Haryana and assured that similar issues would be prevented during the
Maharashtra assembly elections in November.

UN CHIEF-WARNS WITH V/C

The conflict in the Middle East has intensified dramatically as
Hezbollah unleashed its most substantial rocket barrage to date on the
Israeli city of Haifa. This aggressive move comes with the militant group's
leadership pledging to maintain its offensive against Israel. In response,
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu announced that Israeli forces
have eliminated potential successors to former Hezbollah leader Hassan
Nasrallah, though he did not disclose their identities. Meanwhile, United
Nations Secretary-General Antdnio Guterres has highlighted the critical role
of the UN Palestine refugee agency (UNRWA) in the region.

Speaking to journalists, Guterres emphasized that UNRWA is "more

than ever indispensable" and "irreplaceable.

United Nations Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has responded to the

intensifying situation by calling for an immediate ceasefire in both Gaza and

Lebanon. Guterres warned that the region is at risk of descending into all-out war if
hostilities are not halted, In addition the , Secretary-General has also expressed

profound concern over two bills currently before the Israeli parliament that could
severely impact the operations of the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for

Palestine Refugees (UNRWA). Guterres emphasised the critical role of UNRWA in
providing essential aid to Palestinians, particularly during the past year of conflict in

Gaza. He has personally written to Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to
voice his apprehension about the proposed legislation.

The conflict has now spread beyond Lebanon and Israel, with
reports emerging from Syria of an Israeli strike on a residential building in
Damascus. According to Syrian state media, the attack has resulted in
injuries, though the full extent of the damage remains unclear. In
response to the growing humanitarian crisis in Lebanon , Qatar has
initiated an "air bridge" to transport medical supplies and food aid to
Lebanon. Qatari Minister of State for International Cooperation Lolwah Al-
Khater announced the launch of the aid operation from a public hospital in
Beirut, highlighting the urgent need for assistance in the region.

Similarly, the United Arab Emirates has launched a nationwide
campaign titled "The UAE Stands with Lebanon" to mobilize support for the




Lebanese people. The campaign, set to run from Tuesday to 21st of this
month, aims to coordinate aid distribution with international partners such
as the World Health Organization, UNICEF, the UN High Commissioner for
Refugees, and the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies.

Nepal has estimated a loss of 6 billion rupees in agriculture and
livestock due to recent floods and landslides, severely impacting the
country's economic well-being. According to a report by the Ministry of
Agriculture and Livestock Development, incessant rainfall and subsequent
flooding have caused extensive damage to paddy plantations across 20
districts, posing a significant threat to national rice production this year.

In all eight districts of Madhesh Pradesh, the destruction of paddy
fields and fish ponds remains a major concern. Over 26,000 livestock
were lost to the floods and landslides. Farmers growing cardamom,
sugarcane, fruits, and vegetables have also faced substantial losses.
