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GADKARI-NATIONAL HIGHWAY

Union Road Transport and Highways Minister Nitin Gadkari has announced that eight
million tonnes of segregated waste have been used in the construction of the National
Highways. Speaking at an event organized by Nagpur Municipal Corporation to
commemorate Mahatma Gandhi's birth anniversary yesterday, Mr. Gadkari noted that
treated sewage water from the corporation is being supplied to a thermal power
generation plant. He also mentioned that reserve water from the Pench, Koradi, and
Khaparkheda projects is now available for farmers' irrigation. Additionally, the minister
suggested that bio-CNG could be produced from waste and encouraged the Municipal

Corporation to consider adopting this fuel for its vehicle fleet.

HARYANA CAMPAIGN
Campaigning for Assembly elections in Haryana will end today. The single phase polling
for 90-member Haryana Assembly will be held on Saturday. The counting of votes will
be taken up on 8th of October along with Jammu and Kashmir. Meanwhile, Election
Commission has banned release of exit polls for Haryana Assembly elections until 6:30
PM on October 5, the day of polling. The ban includes any publication or dissemination
of exit polls via print, electronic media or any other means. Violators may face

imprisonment and fines.

EVE IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at isolated places



over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Kerala, and Karaikal
tomorrow. According to the IMD, Jharkhand, Odisha, Bihar, West Bengal, Andaman
and Nicobar Islands, and Sikkim are expected to witness light to moderate rainfall
during this week. The weather agency also predicted light to moderate rainfall over
Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Yanam Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, North interior and coastal

Karnataka for the next three days.

Meanwhile,
China’s Zheng Qinwen stormed into the quarterfinals of the women's singles after
defeating Amanda Anisimova of the United States. Aryna Sabalenka secured her place
in the quarterfinals by overcoming Madison Keys of the United States. Sabalenka will

face the Czech Republic's Karolina Muchova.

PM-HAZARIBAGH-RALLY
Prime Minister Narendra Modi today criticized Jharkhand's Mukti Morcha for jeopardizing

people's identity and culture in the state for vote banks politics. Addressing the



Parivartan Mahasabha in Hazaribagh, Mr Modi said the state will move on the path of
development only after removing Hemant Soren government from the power. He
termed the BJP’s Parivartan Yatra not as a mere political campaign, but as a movement
to safeguard the state’s future, and promised security for Jharkhand’s daughters, land,
and livelihoods under a BJP-led government. He said, the BJP guarantees that the
safety of these three will be ensured if the government is formed here.
