UKRAINE-RUSSIA ATTACK: Russia and Ukraine exchanged record numbers of

drone strikes overnight. Moscow launched a total of 145 drones last night, the most
ever in a single night-time attack of the war. Ukraine fired an unprecedented 34
drones towards Moscow region today. It is the biggest drone strike on the Russian
capital since the start of the war in 2022, forcing flights to be diverted from three of
the city's major airports and injuring at least one person. However, no major
damage was reported. Russia's federal air transport agency said the airports of
Domodedovo, Sheremetyevo and Zhukovsky had diverted flights. Russia's aviation
watchdog Rosaviatsia said, the airports have since resumed their operations,

sweeps against Sri Lanka and Bangladesh and a win in the opening game of the
series against South Africa.
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REV JHARKHAND CAMPAIGNING

In Jharkhand, senior leaders of various political parties are
making last ditch efforts to garner support for their candidates
with only one day left for campaigning for first phase of assembly
elections in the state.

Prime Minister and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi addressed public
meetings at Gumla and Bokaro in the state today. He reiterated that the
BJP-led NDA government is committed to the mantra of "Sabka Saath,
Sabka Vikas". He emphasized that by following this path, both Jharkhand
and India will witness significant development. Mr Modi criticized the
Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) and Congress, stating that their
intentions are not aligned with the state's progress.

The Prime Minister also announced plans to increase the production
and sale of cereals like Ragi, aimed at boosting agriculture in the state. He
praised the Jharkhand BJP for its proactive measures in supporting farmers
and their interests.

Mr Modi held a mega roadshow in Ranchi this evening.

Senior JMM leader and Chief Minister Hemant Soren held a poll rally
at Ranchi. Mr Soren accused the BJP of misusing central agencies against
him. He stated that the people of Jharkhand are watching these actions
closely and will give a strong response to the BJP in the upcoming
elections. Addressing a public meeting in Garhwa, Mr Soren
emphasized that the upcoming election is crucial for defending
the rights and dignity of Jharkhand and its people. He also criticized
the BJIP for suppressing voices that oppose them.Jharkhand BJP Chief



Babulal Marandi refuted Chief Minister Soren's allegations, asserting that
the central agencies were simply carrying out their duties.

Meanwhile, at an election rally in Koderma, RID Chief Lalu
Prasad alleged that Prime Minister Narendra Modi has misled the
public in the name of development. He urged voters to support
the I.N.D.I.A bloc for the continued development of Jharkhand.

At a public meeting in Palamu, LJP (R) President Chirag
Paswan accused Hemant Soren of making false promises during
his tenure as Chief Minister. Mr Paswan also claimed that the JMM
leader is protecting Bangladeshi infiltrators to secure a vote bank,
further fueling political tensions.

On the other hand, senior BJP leader and Madhya Pradesh
Chief Minister Mohan Yadav lashed out at the Hemant Soren-led
government, accusing it of looting Jharkhand and asserting that
the current administration’s motives in the elections will not
succeed.

Leaders from Congress, AJSU, and Left parties have also
been actively campaigning across the state.

43 Assembly constituencies will go to polls in the first phase in the
state on Wednesday. In the second phase, voting will take place for 38
seats on 20th of this month. <><><>
