SOUTH CENTRAL RAILWAY

About three crore passengers have travelled through the South-
Central railway (SCR) network during the festival season from 1st of last
month till 10th of this month. The SCR authorities have informed nearly
eight lakh additional passengers travelled in comparison to last year during
the same period.

The SCR zone has operated 860 special train services during the
festival season in addition to the regular train services to clear the extra
rush of passengers. This is 37 per cent higher than that of the 626 special
trains operated during the same period last year.

During the festival season of Dussehra, Diwali and Chhath puja, huge
numbers of passengers travel towards Eastern states like West Bengal,
Odisha, Jharkhand, Bihar among others and Northern States like Uttar
Pradesh, Haryana, Delhi.

Polling for the general election will be held on Thursday
between 7 am and 4 pm at over 13,400 polling stations where the
17 million electorate will exercise their right to vote. Over 8800
candidates are in the fray to be elected through 196 seats from 22
electoral districts and 29 national list seats. The Election
Commission has said that over 75000 police personnel have been
deployed for the election process across the island. The elections
are expected to set the tone for the country’s political future
under the leadership of President Dissanayake. Sri Lanka had
elected NPP candidate Anura Kumara Dissanayake as the
president in September this year. Days after assuming office, Mr.

Dissanayake dissolved the Parliament making way for snap
elections.

In Assam, all preparations have been made for the by-polls tomorrow
in five Assembly seats. Over 9 lakh voters can decide the political fate of 34
candidates. A total of 1 thousand 78 polling booths have been set up.
Adequate security personnel have been deployed to ensure peaceful polling
in all the 5 Assembly seats including Samaguri. The Samaguri Assembly
seat has witnessed several pre-poll violence incidents. Our Correspondent
reports that all the seats are likely to have a straight contest between the



ruling BJP, Asom Gana Parishad, United People's Party Liberal (UPPL)
alliance and Congress. The AAP has fielded candidates in 2 seats while
Bodoland in one. Former cops to kins of sitting MPs all are in fray in the by-
polls . In Samaguri seat , Congress has given ticket to the son of Dhubri
Lok Sabha MP while at Bongaigaon seat , NDA has fielded the wife of
Barpeta MP . Senior BIP leader and Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma,
Union Minister Sarbananda Sonowal, Asom Gana Parishad President Atul
Bora , Congress MPs Gaurav Gogoi and Rockybul Husein have campaigned
in the by-polls for their candidates.

KERALA-BYPOLLS

In Kerala, all preparations are in place for the by-elections tomorrow
in the Wayanad Lok Sabha constituency and the Chelakkara reserved
Assembly constituency. The distribution of polling materials is underway
today in both constituencies. A high profile contest is on the cards in
Wayanad, with Congress party's Priyanka Gandhi making her electoral
debut under the United Democratic Front (UDF) banner. Challenging her is
CPI's Sathyan Mokeri of the Left Democratic Front (LDF) , and BJP's Navya
Haridas of the NDA. A total of 16 candidates are in the fray. The
constituency has 1,354 polling stations, of which 11 are marked as
sensitive. Of the total 14,71,742 voters in the constituency, 7,46,684 are
women.

Special arrangements have been made for voters affected by the July
landslides. Three polling booths at Chooralmala and Meppady have been
set up and free bus services have been arranged by the Kerala State Road
Transport Corporation. The election follows the resignation of Rahul Gandhi
who chose to represent Rae Bareli, after he won from both the seats in the
last General Elections.

In the Chelakkara Assembly constituency, six candidates are
contesting, with the main battle between U R Pradeep of the LDF, Remya
Haridas of the UDF, and K Balakrishnan of the NDA. The constituency has
2,13,103 voters, including 1,11,197 women and three transgenders. 14
polling booths in the constituency are classified as sensitive.

Chelakkara bypoll is being held following the resignation of former
State Minister K Radhakrishnan, who was elected to the Lok Sabha from
Alathur in the last General Elections. In a related incident, the election

Assembly elections. Forty-three constituencies will go to polls in this phase tomorrow.

Polling parties are being sent to their respective areas for the first phase of
polling in Jharkhand. Out of 225 sensitive booths polling parties have already reached
at 194 polling booth yesterday through Indian Air Force Helicopters. Polling officials of
the remaining 30 booths will be sent today.These sensitive booths are located in five
districts of West Singhbhum, Latehar, Lohardaga, Garhwa, and Gumla districts.
Altogether 15,344 polling booths have been set up across the State. Over two hundred
companies of security forces have been deployed in respective areas to ensure trouble
free polls. Overall 683 candidates including 73 women are in the fray. More than one
crore 37 lakh voters will decide the political fortune of these candidates.
