COUNTING ROUNDUP-1151 hrs

Counting of votes is progressing peacefully for Maharashtra and Jharkhand
assembly elections.

The ruling BJP-led Mahayuti alliance is all set to retain power in Maharashtra.
Trends available so far
indicate a landslide victory for the ruling alliance. Trends available for all 288 seats.
BJP is leading at 125 seats, while Eknath Shinde led Shiv Sena is ahead at 55. Ajit
Pawar-led NCP is leading in 36 seats.

Congress is leading 20 seats, while NCP Sharad Pawar group is ahead at 14
seats. Shiv Sena (UBT) is leading in 20 seats, and others are leading in 18 seats.

Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde and his deputies Devendra Fadnavis
and Ajit Pawar are leading in their assembly constituencies. Other prominent BJ]P
leaders who are leading include Rahul Narvekar, Sudhir Gadgil, Vinod Agrawal, Dr.
Vijaykumar, Manisha Chaudhari, Yogesdh Sagar, Manda Mhatre, Ganesh Naik, Atul
Bhatkhalkar and Shyam Khode. Shiv Sena's Uday Samant, Rajendra Gavit and Hikmat
Udhan, and NCP's Dhananjay Munde are also leading. Promient candidates trailing
behind include Nawab Malik and Zeeshan Baba Siddique of NCP, and Milind Deora and
Shaina NC of Shiv Sena. Maharashtra Congress president Nana Patole and Shiv Sena
(UBT) leader and Aaditya Thackeray are leading in their constituencies. Congress
Legislature Party leader and former minister Balasaheb Thorat and former Maharashtra
CM Prithviraj Chavan are also trailing.

In Jharkhand, counting is progressing peacefully on all 81 seats. Trends available
so far shows that ruling JMM led alliance is ahead of BIP-led NDA.



In Jharkhand, trends are available for 81 seats. Ruling JMM is leading in 30
seats, while Congress is leading in 14 constituencies. RID is leading in 5 seat. BIP is
leading in 27 seats, while NDA ally AJSU is leading in 1 constituencies. Others are
ahead at 4 seats.

Jharkhand BJP Chief Babulal Marandi is leading in Dhanwar assembly
constituency, while AJSU President Sudesh Mahto is tralling in Silli seat. Basant Soren,
JMM candidate and brother of Chief Minister Hemant Soren, is tralling in Dumka.
Former Chief Minister and BJP candidate Champai Soren is leading in Saraikela.

Assembly polls in Jharkhand was held in two phases - November 13 for 43 seats

and November 20 for 38 seats. The state witnessed an overall voter turnout of 67.74
per cent, which was 1.65 per cent higher than the 2019 poll figures.
In Wayanad parliamentary constituency of Kerala, Congress leader Priyanka Gandhi Vadra has
establish a comfortable lead over her nearest CPI rival. In Nanded Lok Sabha seat of
Maharashtra, BJP candidates Dr. Santukrao Marotraorao Hambarde is leading over his
Congress rival.
In Uttar Pradesh, counting is taking place for 9 assembly seats. These seats are Katehari,
Karhal, Meerapur, Ghaziabad, Majhawan, Sisamau, Khair, Phulpur, and Kundarki. Ruling BJP is
leading in 5 seats, while Samajwadi Party is leading at 3. NDA ally RLD is ahead in Mirapur
assembly constituency.
In Uttrakhand, ruling BJP is leading in lone Kedarnath seat where bypoll was held. In Bihar,
counting is taking place for bypolls to four assembly segments - Tarari, Imamganj, Belaganj
and Ramgarh. BJP is leading at 2 seats, while its ally JDU is leading in one seat. Hindustani
Awam Morcha (Secular) is leading in one.
In Madhya Pradesh, ruling BJP is leading at both Vijaypur and Budhni seats.
In Chattisgarh, ruling BJP is leading in lone in Raipur City South where bypoll was held.
In Gujarat, Congress is leading in lone Vav assembly seat.
In Assam, counting is underway for five assembly seats - Dholai, Samaguri, Behali, Bongaigaon
and Sidli constituencies. Ruling BJP is leading in 2 seats, while Congress, AGP and UPP
(Liberal) are ahead in one seat each.
In Meghalyay, ruling NPP is leading in lone Gambegre seat. In West Bengal, ruling Trinamool
Congress is leading in all 6 assembly segments where bypolls were held. In Punjab, ruling AAP
is leading at 3 seats, while Congress in one. Four constituencies that went to polls are
Gidderbaha, Dera Baba Nanak, Chabbewal, and Barnala. In Rajasthan, ruling BJP is leading in 3
seats out of total of 7 seats where bypolls were held. Bharat Adivasi Party and Congress are
ahead at 2 seats each. In Karnataka, ruling Congress is leading in all 3 seats. In Kerala,
Congress and CPI(M) are leading in one assembly seat each.In Sikkim, 2 ruling SKM candidate
have already been declared elected unopposed.

DELHI — POLLUTION: The air quality in national capital Delhi was in severe category this
morning. The Central Pollution Control Board said, Air Quality Index was recorded 421 at 7 AM
today. In the adjoining cities, Noida, Ghaziabad and Gurugram the air quality is in very poor
category today morning. The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that Delhi



and NCR are likely to experience smog and shallow fog during the night and morning hours
over the next two days.

In Cricket, India were for in their second innings against Australia on the
day two post lunch of the first Test in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy at Perth, Australia. The
Visitors now have a lead of runs. Earlier, the hosts resumed their first innings with an

overnight score of 67 for seven in their first innings but were bundled out for 104 at lunch,
losing the remaining three wickets in the morning session. Skipper Jasprit Bumrah led the
Indian Bowling attack with a stunning five- wicket haul, while Harshit Rana scalped three
wickets. Mohammad Siraj took the remaining two wickets.
