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REV EVE. JHARKHAND-GOVT FORMATION: In Jharkhand, Executive President of
Jharkhand Mukti Morcha(JMM) Hemant Soren today staked claim to form new
government in the state. Governor Santosh Kumar Gangwar invited him to form new
government in the state. After meeting with Governor, Hemant Soren said oath
ceremony will be on 28th of this month. Mr Soren said he had submitted a letter of
support of 56 party legislators of JMM, Congress, RID and CPI( ML). On this occasion,
In-charge of Congress, RID and CPI(ML) were present. Earlier, Hemant Soren
submitted his resignation to Governor. The Governor accepted the resignation of
Hemant Soren and asked him to continue as caretaker Chief Minister till a new
government is formed. Hemant Soren was today elected leader of INDIA bloc. The
unanimous decision was taken at a meeting of newly elected MLAs of INDIA bloc this



afternoon in Ranchi. Newly elected legislators of JMM, Congress, RJD and CPI (ML)
attended the meeting. In 81-member assembly, INDIA bloc secured 56 seats. On the
other hand, BIP led NDA won 24 seats. One seat went to Jharkhand Loktantrik
Krantikari Morcha.

EVE PM - COOPERATIVE CONFERENCE: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will
inaugurate the ICA Global Cooperative Conference at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi
tomorrow. For the first time, in 130 years long history of the International Cooperative
Alliance, the Global Cooperative Conference and General Assembly are being organized
in India. On the occasion, Mr. Modi will launch a commemorative stamp on the
International Year of Cooperatives 2025. Our correspondent reports that Prime Minister
of Bhutan, Dasho Tshering Tobgay, and the Deputy Prime Minister of Fiji, Manoa
Kamikamica will also attend the conference. The International Cooperative
Alliance was founded in 1895. It represents thirty lakh cooperative
enterprises worldwide and has more than one billion cooperative members.
The six day conference at Bharat Mandapam will bring together cooperatives
from around the globe for a series of events and discussions. Around three
thousand foreign and Indian delegates are expected to attend this event. The
conference will explore the role of cooperatives in creating a collective,

peaceful, and prosperous future for all. The theme of the conference is
Cooperatives Build Prosperity for All.

EVE. CRICKET-IND VS. AUS: In the first Cricket Test at Perth, India picked up three
wickets in the brief spell to reduce Australia to 12/3 at stumps on Day-3. The hosts
need 534 runs to win the first of a five-match Test series. Jasprit Bumrah picked up two
wickets and Mohammed Siraj took one. Earlier, Virat Kohli and Yashasvi Jaiswal’s tons
took India to 487/6 to giving Australia a target of 534 runs after building on a 46-run
first-innings lead on Day 2. Virat Kohli smashed his 30th Test hundred as India set
Australia a target of 534 runs to chase after declaring their second innings at 487/6 in
134.3 overs. Kohli hit an unbeaten 100 runs after opener Yashasvi Jaiswal put
the visitors in the driver's seat with a brilliant 161.<><><>

JAISHANKAR ITALY VISIT: External Affairs Minister Dr. S Jaishankar has reached
Rome, Italy on a three day visit. He will travel to Fiuggi, Italy to participate in the
Outreach session of the G7 Foreign Ministers’ Meeting, where India has been invited as
a guest country. Dr Jaishankar is also expected to meet his counterparts from Italy and
other participating nations in the G7 related engagements and hold bilateral discussions
during the visit.

REV EVE PM ODISHA PARBA: Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that Odisha

plays a pivotal role in India's growth and is blessed with cultural heritage admired
across the country and the world. In his address during the Odisha Parba 2024 event in
New Delhi, Mr Modi said Odisha has provided strong leadership to the country. He said,
Droupadi Murmu, a daughter of Odisha from the tribal community is serving as
President of India is a great source of pride for all of us.

The bills include Bhartiya Vayuyan Vidheyak, 2024, the Disaster
Management (Amendment) Bill, 2024, the Railways (Amendment) Bill, the
Wagqf (Amendment) Bill and the Indian Ports Bill, 2024. Besides, discussion

and voting on Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2024-25 will
also be taken up during the session.

Pollution Control Board, some areas of the city have breached the 300 AQI levels. The
AQI at Delhi's Shadipur Station was recorded at 346, Anand Vihar at 334, Wazirpur at
327, Sonia Vihar at 326 Vivek Vihar at 321, Bawana at 320 and Punjabi Bagh was
recorded at 316. The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that Delhi
and NCR are likely to experience smog and shallow to moderate fog conditions in the
morning hours and shallow fog conditions in night hours.

IPL AUCTION: In the Mega Auction of Indian Premier League 2025 edition,

Rishabh Pant and Shreyas Iyer fetched record bids, emerging as costlier players in the
history of IPL, on Day 1 of the auctions held at the Abadi Al-Johar Arena in Jeddah,
Saudi Arabia yesterday. Lucknow Super Giants made history by securing wicketkeeper-
batsman Rishabh Pant for an extraordinary 27 crore rupees, making him the most
expensive player in IPL history. Punjab Kings emerged as another major spender,
acquiring IPL-winning captain Shreyas Iyer for 26.75 crore rupees and spinner
Yuzvendra Chahal for 18 crore rupees, the highest ever for an Indian spinner. Arshdeep
Singh also went to Punjab Kings for 18 crore rupees. Kolkata Knight Riders also went all
out for Venkatesh Iyer and roped him in for 23.75 crore rupees.
