Prime Minister Narendra Modi held crucial meetings and several
interactions with global leaders on the sidelines of the G20 summit in the
Brazilian city of Rio de Janeiro. The Prime Minister has shared details of his
discussions through a series of posts on social media, highlighting his
engagements with global leaders including Egyptian President Abdel Fattah
El-Sisi, South Korean President Yoon Suk Yeol, and President of the
European Commission Ursula von der Leyen.

Following the meeting with EU President, Prime Minister Mr. Modi
said, India will keep working closely with the EU for global good.

Earlier, participating in the inaugural session of the G-20, Prime
Minister Modi highlighted India’s achievements in poverty eradication and
food security, sharing success stories such as lifting 250 million people out
of poverty in the past decade. He reaffirmed India’s commitment to
addressing global hunger and poverty, emphasizing that the concerns of
the Global South must remain central to G-20 discussions.

The Prime Minister commended the Brazilian presidency for launching
the Global Alliance Against Hunger and Poverty, assuring India’s full



support for this significant initiative aimed at uplifting vulnerable
communities worldwide.

He also stressed India’s focus on sustainable agriculture, promoting
organic farming, millets, and climate-resilient crops. Mr. Modi noted that
India’s digital infrastructure and innovative programs, such as the Digital
Agriculture Mission, serve as global models for inclusive development.

The Prime Minister emphasized India’s dual approach of “Back to
Basics” and “March to the Future,” showcasing how traditional practices
and modern technology can coexist to combat hunger and poverty
effectively.

ISRO - GSAT-20

Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) has successfully
launched its most sophisticated communications satellite GSAT 20 on board
SpaceX's Falcon 9 rocket from Cape Canaveral in USA last night. Speaking
during the launch, ISRO Chairman S Somanath said, it was a very
successful launch, the satellite is healthy and solar panels have been
deployed. The satellite will provide broadband services in remote areas and
in-flight Internet in passenger aircraft. It will remain in operation for 14
years. This is for the first time that ISRO has launched a satellite on a
SpaceX rocket through its commercial arm New Space India Limited
(NSIL). Weighing 4,700 kg, GSAT-20 is one of India’s heaviest
communication satellites. The GSAT-20 is too heavy for India’s own rocket
LVM-3, popularly known as ‘Bahubali’ to carry, so SpaceX was chosen for
the launch. India had till now relied on French launch service provider
Arianespace for such heavy satellite launches but the company does not
have any operational rockets at present and the only reliable option India



had was to go with SpaceX. SpaceX's heavy-lifter Falcon-9 rocket can
launch payloads of 8,300 kg or 8.3 tonnes to geostationary transfer orbit.

MAHARASHTRA, JHARKHAND-POLL ARRANGEMENT

All arrangements have been put in place for assembly elections in
Maharashtra tomorrow. Polling for all 288 seats will be held in a single
phase in the state. While the ruling BJP-led Mahayuti alliance vying to
retain power, Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) combine hoping for a comeback in
the state. A total of 4,136 candidates are in the fray which include 2,086
independent contenders. The BIP is contesting in 149 seats, Shiv Sena 81,
and Ajit Pawar-led NCP has fielded candidates in 59 constituencies. The
Congress has fielded 101 candidates, Shiv Sena (UBT) 95, and NCP (SP)
has put up 86 candidates. The counting of votes will be taken up on 23rd
of November. Jharkhand is set to conduct the second phase of polling
tomorrow with all the necessary arrangements in place to ensure smooth
elections. A total of 38 constituencies across 12 districts will go to polls in
this phase. Counting of votes will be done on 23rd November.

CHHATTISGARH-ARREST

In Chhattisgarh, CBI has arrested former Chairman of State Public
Service Commission Taman Singh Sonwani in a case related to CGPSC
recruitment scam. CBI also arrested a Director of a private steel company
in connection with the scam. Former Chairman of Chhattisgarh Public
Service Commission Sonwani had allegedly favoured his relatives in the
recruitment. The allegations include the appointment of the then
chairman’s son as a Deputy Collector, his brother’s son as a Deputy SP, his
sister’'s daughter as a Labor Officer, his son’s wife as a Deputy Collector,
and his brother’s daughter-in-law as a District Excise Officer. The CBI also
arrested Director of Bajrang Power and Ispat Ltd Shravan Kumar Goyal,
who had allegedly paid bribe of 45 lakh rupees, through Gramin Vikas
Samiti where Sonwani's relatives were members. It is alleged that the bribe
was meant for the selection of Goyal's son Sashank and daughter-in-law
Bhumika Kataria as deputy collectors through Chattisgarh Public Service
Commission examination.

HEALTH SEC - POLLUTION

The Health and Family Welfare Ministry has asked state and Union
Territories to develop district and city-level action plans for climate change
and health under the National Programme on Climate Change and Human
Health (NPCCHH). In a letter written to Chief Secretaries and Advisors of all
State and Union Territories, Union Health Secretary Punya Salila Srivastava
has asked the State and Union Territories to including strategies for
combating air pollution in their action plans. She has also asked them to
expand the network of sentinel hospitals for monitoring air pollution-related
illnesses. The Secretary further urged them to follow the updated health
advisories that includes recommendations to strengthen existing health
systems and to raise awareness among vulnerable groups and at-risk
occupations. She mentioned that together, the challenge of air pollution
and climate change can be overcome.
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
