With polling day
for the first phase approaching, political parties have ramped up voter
outreach. Union Home Minister and BJP leader Amit Shah will address
public meetings in Chhatarpur, Hazaribagh and Potka Assembly
Constituencies in Jharkhand’s Jamshedpur.

On the other hand, Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi will attend election meeting at Baghmara assembly constituency in
Dhanbad district and Jamshedpur in East Singhbhum district. Senior
Jharkhand Mukti Morcha leader and Chief Minister Hemant Soren will
address a series of meetings in Ranchi, Kharsawa and Mandar
constituencies. Leaders of RID, AJSU and left parties will also address poll
rallies in different parts of the state. Counting of votes will take place on
23rd of this month.

CJI-FAREWELL

Chief Justice of India, DY Chandrachud, will officially retire on
Sunday, with Justice Sanjiv Khanna set to succeed him as the Supreme
Court's senior-most judge. Justice Chandrachud, known for several
landmark rulings, had his final day in court today. Some landmark
judgments by Justice Chandrachud include the Ayodhya land dispute,
decriminalization of consensual gay sex and abortion rights for unmarried
women that shaped society and politics. CJI Chandrachud assumed office
as the Chief Justice on November 11, 2022, after being elevated to the
Supreme Court in 2016. According to the Supreme Court Observer, he has
been a part of 1,275 benches. He practiced law at the Supreme Court and
the Bombay High Court and was a visiting professor of comparative
constitutional law at the University of Mumbai. In his farewell speech
today, Justice Chandrachud praised his successor, Justice Khanna, as a
stable and capable leader.

FOREX RESERVE

India's foreign exchange reserves have declined by 2.675 billion to
682.13 billion US dollars in the week ended 1st November. A RBI press
release has informed that foreign currency assets, a major part of the
overall foreign exchange reserves, decreased by 3.902 billion dollars to
589.849 billion dollars. In the previous week too, the reserves had dropped
by 3.463 billion dollars to 684.805 billion dollars. The gold reserves,
however, increased by 1.224 billion dollars in the reporting week to reach
69.751 billion dollars. The country’s special drawing rights with the
International Monetary Fund went down by 1 million dollars to reach
18.219 billion dollars. However, India’s reserve position with the IMF went
up by 4 million dollars to 4.311 billion dollars.

The US government today brought charges against three people in a
thwarted Iranian plot to kill Donald Trump before the presidential election.
The Department of Justice today disclosed an Iranian murder-for-hire plot
to kill Donald Trump. It charged Farhad Shakeri alleging he was tasked
with providing a plan to kill the Republican president-elect. The US
government said that Shakeri has not been arrested and is believed to be
in Iran. This is a newly disclosed plot and marks yet another alleged
attempt on Trump’s life by the Iranian regime. The two other US citizens
Carlisle Rivera and Jonathon Loadholt were also arrested from Brooklyn
and Staten Island in New York on Thursday. They appeared in court and
are being detained pending a trial.

The India Meteorological Department has forecast heavy rainfall with
thunderstorms and lightning in Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, and Karaikal
today.
