PM - NIGERIA VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Nigerian President 
Bola Ahmed Tinubu held talks at the Presidential Villa in Abuja yesterday. Both 
leaders reviewed the strategic partnership between the two countries and 
discussed further avenues to enhance the bilateral relationship. The two leaders 
had a restricted meeting which was followed by delegation level talks. Prime 
Minister termed the discussions as productive. He said they talked about adding 
momentum to the strategic partnership.  Mr Modi said there is immense scope 
for ties to flourish even further in sectors like defence, energy, technology, trade, 
health, education and more.  Sharing his remarks during delegation level talks 
with President Tinubu, Prime Minister Modi said India accords high priority to its 



strategic partnership with Nigeria. He cited defence, energy, technology, health, 
education and culture as areas of cooperation between India and Nigeria. Prime 
Minister said both nations have been working together to deal with challenges 
like terrorism and piracy. Prime Minister thanked the Nigerian President for 
deciding to honour him with Grand Commander of the Order of the Niger, GCON. 
Mr Modi stated that this is an honour which is not just for him, but for all 
Indians. He added that this is a testament to the age old ties between India and 
Nigeria. Mr Modi noted that an Indian Prime Minister is visiting Nigeria after 
seventeen years. He expressed happiness that he got the opportunity to visit 
Nigeria in his third term. He said India is sending 20 tonnes of humanitarian aid 
to support Nigeria in its flood relief efforts. He congratulated Nigeria for 
becoming a partner country of BRICS. Mr Modi expressed confidence that India 
and Nigeria will bring the issues affecting Global South in front of the rest of the 
world.  Earlier upon arrival at the State House, Prime Minister was accorded 
a ceremonial welcome with a 21-gun salute. Following the talks, three 
Memoranda of Understanding were signed on Cultural Exchange Programme, 
Customs Cooperation and Survey Cooperation. This was followed by a state 
banquet hosted by the Nigerian President in honour of Prime Minister Modi. 
Prime Minister has been conferred with the ‘Grand Commander of the Order of 
the Niger’ Award by Nigeria. In his speech, Mr Modi said he accepts the honour 
with great humility and dedicated it to the people of India. Mr Modi said that 
close cooperation with Africa has been a high priority for India and noted that 
Nigeria has had a huge and positive role in Africa. He expressed confidence that 
India and Nigeria will move forward together for the prosperity of both nations 
and the entire African continent.  Prime Minister Modi reached Abuja last 
night on a two day visit to Nigeria. He was given a rousing welcome upon arrival. 
Prime Minister was presented with the ‘Key to the City’ of Abuja. The key 
symbolises the trust and honour bestowed on Prime Minister by the people of 
Nigeria. The Marathi community in Nigeria thanked Mr Modi for according 
classical language status to Marathi. 
 
REV. PM - G20:  Prime Minister Narendra Modi will attend the G20 Summit in 
Brazilian city of Rio De Janeiro today. Mr Modi is also expected to hold separate 
meetings with world leaders on the sidelines of the summit. Mr Modi, US 
President Joe Biden and Chinese President Xi Jinping will be among the leaders 
who will attend the G20 summit in Rio de Janeiro today and tomorrow. Prime 
Minister Modi arrived in Brazil this morning on the second leg of his 3-nation 
visit.  India is part of the G20 Troika along with Brazil and South Africa and has 
been actively contributing to the ongoing G20 Summit discussions. During the 
event, Prime Minister Modi will present India’s positions on various global issues 
and build on the outcomes of the G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration, as well as 



the Voice of the Global South Summits hosted by India in recent years. The 
theme for this year’s G20 Summit is ‘Building a Just World and a Sustainable 
Planet’ where Brazil would prioritise the issues of social inclusion, poverty, 
sustainable development and reform of global governance institutions. This 
summit is significant as it would carry on from the priorities laid out by India last 
year. In September last year, India hosted the successful G20 Summit in New 
Delhi, where it scored a major diplomatic victory by convincing world leaders on 
a common ground to include the Russia-Ukraine war in the New Delhi 
Declaration. As the chair, India also brought the African Union into the G20 bloc 
in a major push towards voicing the priorities of the Global South on a global 
stage.  
 
EVE MAHARASHTRA ELECTION: In Maharashtra, it was a super Sunday from 
the electioneering point of view as candidates and leaders from various political 
parties held public meetings, road shows, and rallies to woo the voters. The high 
voltage campaigning for the November 20 Maharashtra Legislative Assembly 
polls will come to a close at 5 pm tomorrow. With just a day left for the 
campaigning to end, star campaigners from different political parties today did 
intense canvassing to woo the voters. Leaders who went among the people to 
seek vote were Chief Minister Eknath Shinde, Union Ministers Nitin Gadkari and 
Shivraj Singh Chauhan, Congress leader Priyanka Gandhi, deputy chief minister 
of Andhra Pradesh Pavan Kalyan, BSP supremo Mayawati among others. 
Addressing a rally in Dhule to drum up support for his party candidate, CM 
Shinde said that the double engine government in Maharashtra is taking the 
state on the path of all round development. He said the state is committed for 
the welfare of farmers’ and each and every section of the society. He took a jibe 
at former Chief Minister Uddhav Thackeray for his political aspirations. Mr. 
Shinde exuded confidence that the Mahayuti government will return to power. 
Priyanka Gandhi held a roadshow in Mahal area of Nagpur for her party nominee. 
Earlier, addressing a rally in Gadchiroli, she criticized Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi for not raising the reservation limit above 50 per cent and not giving his 
nod for the caste census. She alleged that despite the rise in the unemployment 
ratio, the government is not filling up the vacancy for 2.5 lakh vacant posts in 
various state government departments. BJP’s star campaigner Union Minister 
Nitin Gadkari also campaigned in Ahilyanagar today. Meanwhile, in the last two 
weeks Mr Gadkari undertook a whirlwind tour across the state to address 72 
public meetings and rallies for the Mahayuti candidates.  
 
JHARKHAND-CAMPAIGNING: The election campaign has reached its final 
stage in Jharkhand as the state is fully geared for the second and final phase of 
polling on the 20th of this month.

State BJP President Babulal 
Marandi will address election rallies in Borio constituency. Union Minister Shivraj 
Singh Chauhan will do road show and address election rallies in Barhait, 
Dhanbad, and Bokaro. Senior RJD leader Tejaswi Yadav will campaign in favor of 
INDIA bloc and AJSU President Sudesh Kumar Mahto in favor of the NDA 
alliance.

Union Home Minister Amit: Shah reviewed the security situation in Manipur in 
a meeting with senior officials in New Delhi today. According to the sources, he 
will also hold a detailed meeting over the issue tomorrow. Yesterday, the Home 
Ministry said that the security forces have been directed to take necessary steps 
to restore order and peace in Manipur. The security situation in the state has 
remained fragile for the past few days. The Ministry stated in a statement that 
armed miscreants from both communities in conflict have been indulging in 
violence, leading to loss of life and disruption of public order. It said strict action 
will be taken against anyone attempting to indulge in violent or disruptive 
activities. Important cases have been handed over to the NIA for effective 
investigation. The public has been urged to maintain peace, refrain from 
believing rumours, and cooperate with security forces to maintain law and order 
in the state. 
 
DELHI - GRAP 4: The Commission for Air Quality Management (CAQM) has 
decided to impose the Graded Response Action Plan (GRAP) 4 in Delhi-NCR from 
8 this morning. The move comes after Air Quality in the region deteriorated to 
the severe category. Under the GRAP-4, entry of heavy vehicles from other 
states will be banned in Delhi. However, trucks carrying essential commodities 
and providing essential services will be allowed. All CNG, Electric and BS-VI 
Diesel trucks will also be permitted to enter Delhi. Delhi Government has decided 
to discontinue physical classes for all students excluding Class 10 and 12. In a 
social media post, Delhi Chief Minister Atishi informed that all schools will 



conduct online classes, until further orders. 
  
 
BADRINATH DHAM CLOSED: The doors of Shri Badrinath Dham located in 
Uttarakhand's Chamoli district have been closed for winter today at 9:07 PM. On 
the occasion of closing of the doors of Badrinath Dham, Badrinath temple was 
decorated with 15 quintals of marigold flowers. The entir999e Badrinath Dham 
reverberated with the devotional tunes of the Garhwal Scout band in the Singh 
Dwar complex of the Dham. Earlier in the day, the Chamoli District Magistrate 
Sandeep Tiwari visited the Badrinath Dham to review the arrangements for the 
closure of the temple. The DM visited Badrinath like other devotees. Along with 
this, he praised the 'environmental' friends, police force, ITBP, and temple 
committee officers and employees in the premises of Badrinath temple who 
remained engaged in the security arrangements of the devotees during the 
entire journey.
