The government has said, around 14 lakh Ayushman Vay Vandana
cards have been issued for senior citizens aged 70 and above under the
Ayushman Bharat - Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY) till 25th of
this month. In a written reply in the Lok Sabha yesterday, Minister of State for
Health and Family Welfare, Prataprao Jadhav, stated that the scheme now
provides free treatment benefits of up to 5 lakh per year for all senior citizens
aged 70 years and above, regardless of their socio-economic status. Under
the scheme, the estimated number of beneficiary families is 4.5 crore,
covering about 6 crore individuals. He also shared that 29 thousand 870
hospitals are empanelled under the scheme, including 13,173 private



hospitals. The scheme offers cashless healthcare services for 1,961
procedures across 27 medical specialties, including General Medicine,
Surgery, Orthopedics, Cardiology, and Oncology.

REV PUDUCHERRY-CYCLONE

Cyclonic storm Fengal (pronounced as FENJAL) currently situated over
the Southwest Bay of Bengal, is likely to cross north Tamil Nadu and
Puducherry coasts and make a landfall between Karaikal and Mahabalipuram
near Puducherry this afternoon. During the landfall of the cyclone, the wind
speed is expected to be up to 70-80 Kilometers per hour, gusting upto 90
Kilometres per hour. The cyclone lay centered at 230 km east of
Nagappattinam and 210 km south east of Chennai in Tamil Nadu around
midnight. The deep depression over the Southwest Bay of Bengal intensified



into a cyclonic storm yesterday. The storm is likely to bring heavy rainfall and
strong winds to the region. The Puducherry administration is on high alert to
meet any eventuality in view of the cyclone. Extensive disaster management
measures have been implemented across the Union Territory. In Tamil Nadu,
public transport along the East Coast Road and Old Mahabalipuram Road will
be suspended in the afternoon. The state government has issued advisory,
asking people to remain indoors.

LS JUDGE VACANCY

Government has informed that in judiciary more than 5 thousand 600
post of judges are vacant across the country. In a written reply in the Lok
Sabha today, Law Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal said, two posts are vacant in
the Supreme Court, 364 in High courts and more than five thousand in district
and subordinate courts. Allahabad High Court has 160 sanctioned posts of
judges out of which around half, 79 posts of judges are vacant. He also stated
that in last five years around 500 judges were appointed in various high
courts across the country. Law minister also said that, every effort is made to
fill up the existing vacancies expeditiously. Vacancies of judges in high courts
do keep on arising on account of retirement, resignation or elevation of
judges. He added that, Appointment of Judges of constitutional courts is a
continuous, integrated and collaborative process between executive and
judiciary. It requires consultation and approval from various constitutional
authorities both at state and central level. In reply to another question Mr.
Meghwal said, more than 19 thousand 500 cases are pending in Supreme
Court for more than five years. In various high courts, more than 27 lakh
cases are pending for more than five years.

The Government has fixed a target to open 25 thousand Jan Aushadhi
Kendra (JAKs) under Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Janaushadi Pariyojana (PMBIP)
across the country by March 2027. In a written reply in the Lok Sabha, the
Minister of State for Chemicals and Fertilizers Anupriya Patel today said a
total 14 thousand 131 JAKs have been opened till the end of March this year.
She said, presently, 990 applications are under process at different levels for



opening JAKs in the country. As on date, 206 pharmaceutical manufacturers
are associated with the Pharmaceuticals and Medical Devices Bureau of
India, the implementation agency of PMBIP for supplies of medicines,
surgical equipment, nutraceuticals and ayurvedic products. The Minister also
informed that a total of six suppliers have been blacklisted in the last five
years due to non-compliance with quality standards.
