Director Generals of Police of all the states and Union Territories and chiefs
of CRPF, RAW, NSG, Intelligence Bureau and SPG have arrived at Bhubaneswar
to take part in the all-India Director Generals and Inspector Generals of Police
Conference beginning from today.

LOK SABHA - WAQF BILL
The Lok Sabha has passed a resolution extending the tenure of the



Joint Parliamentary Committee (JPC) on the Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024,
until the last day of the Budget Session in 2025. JPC chairman and BJP MP
Jagdambika Pal moved the motion in the House, which was approved by a
voice vote yesterday.

The JPC comprises 21 members from the Lok Sabha and 10 from the
Rajya Sabha, including 13 Opposition members.

The Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024, aims to bring significant reforms,
including digitisation of records, stricter audits, increased transparency, and
legal mechanisms to reclaim illegally occupied Waqgf properties. The Bill is
aimed at reforming the management and regulation of Waqgf properties
across the country.

The JPC is holding a series of meetings to gather input from
government officials, legal experts, Waqgf Board members, and community
representatives from different states and Union Territories, aiming for the
most comprehensive reform possible.

IMD - RAINFALL

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast extremely
heavy rainfall over parts of North Tamil Nadu and Puducherry till tomorrow.
The IMD said that heavy to very heavy rainfall with extremely heavy falls at
isolated places will likely be over South Andhra Pradesh, Yanam and
Rayalaseema today. Meanwhile, heavy rainfall conditions will prevail over
Kerala, Mahe and South Interior Karnataka today, as well as over Andaman
and Nicobar Islands tomorrow. The weather agency has also predicted
dense fog conditions to continue during late night and early morning hours
in isolated pockets of Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh,
Bihar and Uttar Pradesh today and tomorrow. In Delhi-NCR, smog and
shallow to moderate fog is likely to be expected in the morning and night
hours today along with clear sky during the day.

Minimum temperatures will gradually rise by 2 to 4 degrees Celsius
over west and central India, except Madhya Pradesh, during the next 4-5
days.
