The President's
Police Medal for distinguished service will also be awarded during the
conference. The Prime Minister's Office said in a statement that Mr Modi has
always demonstrated a deep interest in the Conference, encouraging an
environment of open and informal discussions, allowing for the emergence of
new ideas. National Security Advisor Ajit Doval and Principal Secretary to
Prime Minister, PK Mishra are among the key dignitaries attending the
Conference. Prime Minister Modi reached Bhubaneshwar last evening on a
three-day visit to Odisha. Upon arrival, the Prime Minister addressed a public
meeting near the Biju Patnaik International Airport. He also held a roadshow
from the airport to the Raj Bhavan. Later, Mr Modi interacted with BJP MPs
and MLAs at the party's state headquarters.

ADD. SITHARAMAN-BIHAR VISIT

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has directed Regional Rural
Banks (RRBs) to increase their involvement at the grass-root level in
agriculture and allied sectors by boosting loan disbursements. During a
review meeting in Patna, she urged eight RRBs from Bihar, Jharkhand,
Odisha, and West Bengal to focus on allied agricultural activities such as
dairy, animal husbandry, and fisheries. Ms. Sitharaman also emphasized the
need for RRBs to accelerate technology upgrades to improve efficiency and
service delivery. She stressed the importance of a saturation drive to increase
subscriptions to the three Social Security (Jan Suraksha) schemes. The Union
Minister urged state governments to support banks in boosting credit flow to
women'’s Self Help Groups (SHGs). She also suggested that NABARD and
Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) to assist SHGs in
transforming into self-reliant enterprises. The review meeting focused on
business performance, digital technology upgrades, and fostering growth in
agriculture-related activities and micro and small industries. Ms. Sitharaman
called for increased credit disbursement under key government schemes like
MUDRA and PM Vishwakarma, with support from sponsor banks.

TEXTILE-MINISTER

Union Minister of State for Textiles, Pabitra Margherita has said, there
has been a significant increase in women's participation in the textile
industry. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi yesterday, the Minister
shared that 3.6 lakh women have benefited from the government's Samarth
Scheme (Scheme for Capacity Building in the Textile Sector). The initiative
focuses on skill development to promote employment and upskilling in the
textile industry. Mr. Margherita highlighted that 88 per cent of the
beneficiaries in the scheme are women. He also noted that the textile sector
is the second-largest employer after agriculture, currently employing around
4.5 crore people and has set a target of reaching 10 crore by 2030. He also
emphasized on the recently launched PM Internship Scheme, with a financial
outlay of 2 lakh crore rupees, aimed at providing one crore internships to
youth. The Minister further highlighted the government's commitment to
empowering all sections of society and integrating them into the mainstream.

Speculation continues over the decision over Maharashtra government
nearly a week after the Maharashtra election results, with Mahayuti alliance
leaders holding multiple meetings in Mumbai and Delhi. While the name of



the next CM is still undecided, sources from the BJP and Shiv Sena told that
the oath taking ceremony of the new chief minister would likely be held on
5th December at Azad Maidan. Seventy-eight first-time poll winners will enter
the 288-member Maharashtra assembly, comprising about 27 per cent of its
strength. Of these, 33 are from the BJP, 14 from the Shiv Sena and eight from
the NCP. While the Shiv Sena (UBT) has 10 newcomers, six such MLA-elects
are from the Congress and four from the NCP (SP).

MEA-BANGLADESH

India has called upon Bangladesh to take all steps for the protection of
minorities. Addressing media in New Delhi yesterday, External Affairs Ministry
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said India has consistently and strongly raised
with the Bangladesh government the threats and targeted attacks on Hindus
and other minorities. He said India's position on the matter is clear that the
interim government must live up to its responsibility of protecting all
minorities. The spokesperson expressed concern at the surge of extremist
rhetoric, increasing incidents of violence and provocation.

Mr Jaiswal further stated that these developments cannot be dismissed
only as media exaggeration and noted that ISKCON is a globally
well-regarded organization with a strong record of social service. On arrest of
Chinmoy Krishna Das, he noted that legal processes are underway. He said
New Delhi expects that these processes will deal with the case in a just, fair
and transparent manner, ensuring full respect for the legal rights of all
concerned.

Replying to a question on US prosecutors charging an Indian
businessman of bribery, the spokesperson said this is a legal matter involving
private firms and individuals and the US Department of Justice. He pointed
out that there are established procedures and legal avenues in such cases.
He also said that Indian government was not informed in advance on the
issue. Mr Jaiswal further said that any request by a foreign government for
service of summons or arrest warrant is part of mutual legal assistance. He
said such requests are examined on merits and India has not received any
request on this case from the US side.

Port warning danger 7 signal has been hoisted showing
presence of cyclonic storm at Cuddalore and Puducherry ports.
Warning Signal number six has been hoisted at Chennai, Ennore

and Kattupalli ports and warning number five has been hoisted at
Nagapattinam and Karaikal harbors show the intensity of the

landfall in areas near the ports have been hoisted. Push message
cyclone alerts through SMS have been issued from NDMA to
those who are living near the Coastal areas.NDRF, SDRF, Indian

Navy and Coast Guard have been alerted to be ready to deal with
any eventuality.. District administrations have geared up to take

necessary action according to the situation. Chennai and suburban
areas have been experiencing moderate rains since yesterday
