Prime Minister Narendra Modi met leaders of several countries,
including those from UK, Italy, France, Norway, Portugal and Indonesia, on
the sidelines of the G20 Summit in Rio de Janeiro and discussed ways to
improve and strengthen ties.

Mr Modi had a productive meeting with his British counterpart Keir
Starmer last night. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, for India, the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership with the UK is of immense priority. He
said, in the coming years, both sides are eager to work closely in areas
such as green energy, security, innovation and technology. Mr Modi said,
India and the UK also want to add strength to trade as well as cultural
linkages.

Prime Minister Modi met French President Emmanuel Macron and
complimented him on the successful hosting of the Paris Olympics and
Paralympics earlier this year. Mr Modi said, they talked about how India
and France will keep working closely in sectors including space, energy, Al
and other such futuristic areas. He said, India and France will also work
closely to enhance people-to-people linkages.

Mr Modi and his Italian counterpart Giorgia Meloni held a bilateral
meeting which centred around deepening ties in defence, security, trade
and technology between the two nations. In a social media post, Mr Modi
informed that they also talked about how to boost cooperation in culture,
education and other such areas. He said, India-Italy friendship can greatly



contribute to a better planet. During the talks, both leaders welcomed the
India-Italy Joint Strategic Action Plan 2025-29 to further elevate and give
impetus to the longstanding bilateral ties.

Mr Modi also also met his Norwegian counterpart Jonas Gahr Stgre.
The two leaders talked about how investment linkages between the nations
can improve, particularly in renewable energy, green hydrogen and the
blue economy. Closer cooperation in sectors including innovation and
research were also discussed. The Prime Minister said, India's Arctic Policy
has led to further cementing of India-Norway bilateral relations. The
discussions also focused on ways to deepen India-Norway bilateral
relations, particularly in trade and economic cooperation after the signing
of India-European Free Trade Association-Trade and Economic Partnership
Agreement. They also exchanged views on geopolitical issues.

Prime Minister Modi held a bilateral meeting with Indonesian
President Prabowo Subianto. Their talks focussed on improving ties in
commerce, security, healthcare, pharmaceuticals and in other areas. In a
tweet, Mr Modi said, this year is special as the two countries are marking
75 years of India-Indonesia diplomatic relations.

Mr. Modi also had a bilateral meeting with the Prime Minister of
Portugal, Luis Montenegro which focussed on adding more vigour to
economic linkages between the two nations. Prime Minister Modi added
that India cherishes the long-standing ties with Portugal. He said, sectors
including renewable energy and green hydrogen offer many opportunities
for more collaboration between the two countries. Mr. Modi highlighted
that they also talked about strong defence relations, people-to-people
linkages and other such subjects.

All arrangements have been put in place for assembly elections in
Maharashtra tomorrow. Polling for all 288 seats will be held in a single
phase in the state. While the ruling BJP-led Mahayuti alliance vying to
retain power, Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) combine hoping for a comeback in
the state. A total of 4,136 candidates are in the fray which include 2,086
independent contenders. The BJP is contesting in 149 seats, Shiv Sena 81,
and Ajit Pawar-led NCP has fielded candidates in 59 constituencies. The
Congress has fielded 101 candidates, Shiv Sena (UBT) 95, and NCP (SP)
has put up 86 candidates. The counting of votes will be taken up on 23rd
of November.

DELHI - POLLUTION

The air quality in the Delhi-NCR region has deteriorated further,
breaching the severe-plus level with an average Air Quality Index (AQI) of
494 as of 10 PM last night. According to the Central Pollution Control
Board, some parts of the city has recorded the 500 AQI levels. Delhi's IGI
Airport station was recorded at 500, Dwarka Sector 8 at 500, Wazirpur at
500, Vivek Vihar at 500, JLN Stadium at 498 and ITO at 361. In view of the
increasing level of air pollution in the national capital, Lieutenant Governor
of Delhi Vinay Kumar Saxena has directed the Delhi Government to
implement staggered timings in all government offices. This order will be
effective on all offices of Delhi Government and Municipal Corporation.
Delhi Municipal Corporation offices will open from 8:30 am to 5 pm. Delhi
Government offices will work from 10 am to 6:30 pm. This arrangement
will remain in force till February next year. Meanwhile,  Delhi  Chief
Minister Atishi announced that all classes in Delhi schools will be held
exclusively online including for Class 10 and 12 from today. Delhi university
will also conduct classes in online mode till Saturday.

CHHATTISGARH-ARREST

In Chhattisgarh, CBI has arrested former Chairman of State Public
Service Commission Taman Singh Sonwani in a case related to CGPSC
recruitment scam. CBI also arrested a Director of a private steel company
in connection with the scam. Former Chairman of Chhattisgarh Public
Service Commission Sonwani had allegedly favoured his relatives in the
recruitment. The allegations include the appointment of the then
chairman’s son as a Deputy Collector, his brother’s son as a Deputy SP, his
sister’s daughter as a Labor Officer, his son’s wife as a Deputy Collector,
and his brother’s daughter-in-law as a District Excise Officer. The CBI also
arrested Director of Bajrang Power and Ispat Ltd Shravan Kumar Goyal,
who had allegedly paid bribe of 45 lakh rupees, through Gramin Vikas
Samiti where Sonwani's relatives were members. It is alleged that the bribe
was meant for the selection of Goyal's son Sashank and daughter-in-law
Bhumika Kataria as deputy collectors through Chattisgarh Public Service
Commission examination.
