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HC: The Telangana High Court Division Bench today quashed the earlier order
issued by a single bench and directed the Speaker of the Assembly to take an
appropriate decision in accordance with the Prevention of Defection Act, the 10th
Schedule of the Constitution, and the remaining tenure of the Assembly.

The petitions were filed by BRS MLAs Padi Kaushik
Reddy and K P Vivekanand, seeking the disqualification of Kadiyam Srihari,
Tellam Venkat Rao, and Danam Nagender, who were elected as BRS MLAs but
subsequently joined the Congress.
