Botswana's new President Dumo Gideon Boko took office on Friday
following elections that ended nearly 60 years of rule by the Botswana
Democratic Party,BDP in the African country.

54-years old human rights lawyer Duma Boko was sworn in during a
closed session at the office of Chief Justice Terrence Rannowane, just three
days after the elections that ousted the BDP.

In his first public address, Boko thanked the people of Botswana for
their trust and pledged to work diligently for the nation.

In the general elections held on Wednesday, the BDP’s outgoing
president, 63-years old Mokgweetsi Masisi was ousted as opposition
parties collectively won at least 35 of the 61 parliamentary seats needed to
form a government.

Masisi conceded defeat earlier in the day. The BDP has governed
Botswana since its independence from Britain in 1966.

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NT. SPAIN-DEATH TOLL

In Spain, the death toll from catastrophic flash flood has risen to at
least 205, with fresh weather warnings raising concerns of further flooding.

Rescue workers continued searching for missing people, leading to a
significant increase in casualties.

Of those killed, 202 were in the hardest-hit region of Valencia.

Spain’s state weather agency has issued the highest weather alert for
the southwest, particularly in the province of Huelva, which is experiencing
torrential rain.

Eastern Spain, already heavily impacted by the flooding, is also
expecting more rain, with yellow and amber warnings in effect.

The country is observing a three-day national mourning period, with
flags at half-mast on official buildings.

Prime Minister Pedro Sanchez urged residents to stay home, warning
that the devastation is not finished.

The floods struck suddenly on Tuesday night and Wednesday
morning, delivering more than a year’s worth of rainfall in just four to five
hours.

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INDIA-US VAJRA PRAHAR

The 15th India-US joint Special Forces Exercise VAJRA PRAHAR will
begin today at Orchard Combat Training Centre in Idaho, US. It will
conclude on 22nd of this month. Last edition of the same exercise was
conducted at Umroi, Meghalaya in December last year. This will be the
second exercise of the year between Indian and the US Army. The previous
exercise - YUDH ABHYAS 2024, conducted at Rajasthan in September.

Defence Ministry said contingents of both the countries taking part in
the joint exercise will comprise of 45 personnel each. The Indian Army
contingent will be represented by Special Forces units and the US Army
contingent will be represented by Green Berets of US.

The aim of Exercise VAJRA PRAHAR is to promote military
cooperation between India and the US through enhancement of



interoperability, jointness and mutual exchange of special operations
tactics. It will enhance combined capabilities in executing joint Special
Forces Operations in desert and semi desert environment. The exercise will
focus on high degree of physical fitness, joint planning and joint tactical
drills.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today criticized Congress for making
false promises to the people. In a series of social media posts, Mr. Modi
alleged that there is a growing realization across the country that a vote for
Congress is a vote for hon-governance, poor economics, and unparalleled
loot. He said the people want development and progress, not the same old
fake promises from Congress.
Mr. Modi emphasized that the citizens must remain vigilant against the
Congress-sponsored culture of fake promises. He said that the people of
Haryana recently rejected these lies and preferred a government that is
stable, progress-oriented, and action-driven.
Mr. Modi alleged that Congress is busier with intra-party politics and looting
rather than focusing on development in Karnataka. Discussing the
Congress government in Himachal Pradesh, he said, salaries of government
workers are not paid on time and that farmers are still waiting for the
waiver promised in Telangana. He pointed out that during the previous
Congress governments in Chhattisgarh and Rajasthan, certain allowances
were promised but never implemented for five years. He said the Congress
Party is realizing the hard way that making unrealistic promises is easy, but
implementing them properly is tough or impossible. Mr. Modi said, the
Congress Party's stance is badly exposed in front of the people.

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ISRAEL-AIRSTRIKES

Israel launched airstrikes across Lebanon’s northeast on Friday,
killing at least 45 people, according to local authorities.



Israel has expanded its strikes in Lebanon, targeting larger urban
centers like Baalbek in recent weeks, moving beyond its initial focus on
smaller border villages in the south, where Hezbollah has strong support.

Meanwhile, Hezbollah continued firing rockets into northern Israel,
with projectiles launched from Lebanon on Thursday carshing into
agricultural areas and killing seven.

Israel has intensified its offensive against Hamas in Gaza, causing
significant destruction in northern areas.

In central Gaza, hospital officials reported that Palestinians recovered
the bodies of 25 individuals killed in Israeli aerial attacks that began
Thursday.

This latest violence coincides with the Biden administration’s renewed
diplomatic efforts to broker temporary cease-fire deals just days before the
US elections.
