REV. DAY JHARKHAND-POLLING

In Jharkhand, polling is underway peacefully in different parts of the
state today for the first phase of Assembly Elections amidst tight security
arrangements. The Additional Chief Electoral Officer Dr.Neha Arora said an
estimated 13.04 percent voting was recorded till 9.30am.
Forty-three constituencies spread over 15 districts are going to polls in this
phase. Polling began at 7 am and will conclude at 5 pm except at 950
sensitive booths in 31 constituencies, where polling will be concluded by 4
pm. Over one crore 37 lakh electorates will decide political fortune of 683
candidates including 73 women. Former Chief Minister Champai Soren of
BJP from Saraikela, Rajya Sabha MP and JMM candidate Mahua Maji from
Ranchi, Rameshwar Orao of Congress from Lohardaga, Saryu Rai of Janta
Dal (United) from Jamshedpur (West) and Hare Lal Mahto of AJSU from
Ichagarh are among important candidates whose fate will be decided



today.

Our correspondent reports, elaborate security arrangements have
been made to ensure free and fair polls. Two hundred companies of central
para military forces have been deployed across the the state.

Inter- district borders have been sealed. A joint operation has been
launched in the bordering areas of UP, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, and Odisha to check the activities of naxals. Helicopters have
also been pressed into service to meet any eventuality.

SC JUDGEMENT: BULLDOZER JUSTICE

The Supreme Court of India has ruled, the executive cannot act as
the judiciary in determining the guilt of individuals by demolishing their
properties. In a significant judgment on pleas challenging the “bulldozer
action” by authorities against accused individuals, the court stated that any
demolition without proper authorization would be considered “arbitrary.”
Emphasizing the “rule of law” as the foundation of democratic governance,
the court underscored that the guilt of an accused cannot be presumed,
and arbitrary demolitions violate the principle of separation of powers.

A two-judge bench has also issued pan-India guidelines to prevent
unauthorized demolition of properties.The Supreme Court has stated that
no demolition should occur without a prior show-cause notice. This notice
must be returnable either within the timeframe specified by local municipal
laws or within 15 days from the date of service, whichever is later.

The designated authority is required to provide an opportunity for a
personal hearing to the affected party, with minutes of the hearing duly
recorded. The guidelines also mandate that all demolition proceedings be
video recorded, preserved, reported to the district collector, and displayed
on a digital portal.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Darbhanga, Bihar today and



inaugurate, lay the foundation stone and dedicate to the nation multiple
development projects worth over 12 thousand crore rupees in the state. In a
major boost to health infrastructure in the region, Prime Minister Modi will lay the
foundation stone of AIIMS, Darbhanga worth over 1260 crore rupees. It will have
a super-specialty hospital and AYUSH block, Medical College, Nursing College,
night shelter and residential facilities among others. Our Correspondent reports,
Darbhanga, AIIMS which will be ready in next three years at Shobhan is long
cherished dreams of people of Mithilanchal region. JD(U) National Executive
President Sanjay Jha said that it will be a great boon for North Bihar.

The Prime Minister will also inaugurate and lay the foundation stone of
multiple National Highway projects and railway projects worth over 6800 crore
rupees. Eighteen Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Jan Aushadhi Kendras will be
inaugurated at various railway stations across India. These will ensure availability
of affordable medicines at railway stations and promote awareness and
acceptance of generic medicines thereby reducing the overall expenditure on
healthcare. Mr Modi will also lay the foundation stone of multiple initiatives in the
petroleum and natural gas sector worth over 4,020 crore rupees. The City Gas
Distribution project under this initiative will benefit more than 1.5 residents of
Darbhanga, Madhubani, Supaul, Sitamarhi and Sheohar districts.

MORN. PM NIGERIA BRAZIL GUYANA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three nation visit to
Nigeria, Brazil and Guyana from 16th of this month. He will visit Nigeria at the
invitation of Nigerian President, Bola Ahmed Tinubu, from 16th to 17th
November. This will be the first visit by a Prime Minister of India to Nigeria in 17
years. During the visit, the Prime Minister will hold talks to review the strategic
partnership between the two countries and discuss further avenues to enhance
the bilateral relationship. He will also address a gathering of the Indian
community in the west african nation. Our Correspondent reports, India and
Nigeria have been strategic partners since 2007 with growing economic, energy
and defence collaboration. More than 200 Indian companies have invested over
27 billion dollars in important sectors in Nigeria. India and Nigeria also share a
strong development cooperation partnership.

Prime Minister will travel to Rio De Janeiro in Brazil to attend the G20
Summit during 18th and 19th November. India is part of the G20 Troika along
with Brazil and South Africa and has been actively contributing to the ongoing
G20 Summit discussions. During the Summit, Prime Minister will put forward
India’s positions on various issues of global importance and build on the
outcomes from the G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration and Voice of the Global
South Summits which were hosted by India in the past two years. Mr Modi is
expected to meet several leaders on the sidelines of the G20 Summit.

Prime Minister Modi will undertake a state visit to Guyana from 19th to



21st November. The visit to Guyana will be the first by an Indian Prime Minister
since 1968. Last year, President of Guyana, Dr. Mohamed Irfaan Ali visited India
as the Chief Guest at the 17th Pravasi Bharatiya Divas in Indore and was also
awarded the Pravasi Bharatiya Samman. During the visit, Prime Minister will hold
discussions with President Ali, meet other senior leaders of Guyana, address the
Parliament of Guyana and address a gathering of the Indian diaspora. In

Guyana's Georgetown, Prime Minister will also participate in the Second
CARICOM-India Summit and hold meetings with leaders of CARICOM member
countries to further enhance India’s long-standing friendship with the region.

MORN JAISHANKAR - SAUDI

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar will hold a meeting with Minister
of Foreign Affairs of Saudi Arabia, Prince Faisal bin Farhan Al Saud in New Delhi
today. The Saudi Foreign Affairs Minister arrived in Delhi yesterday on a two day
visit to India.

Our correspondent reports, India and Saudi Arabia enjoy cordial and
friendly relations reflecting the centuries old economic and socio-cultural ties.
India is the second largest trade partner of Saudi Arabia whereas Saudi Arabia is
the fourth largest trading partner of India. During Financial Year 2023 bilateral
trade was valued at 52.76 billion dollars. The Indian community in Saudi Arabia
is numbered at more than 2.65 million and is a living bridge between the two
countries. The annual Haj pilgrimage is another important component of Indo-
Saudi bilateral relations.

2024- HOTTEST YEAR

The year 2024 is on track to be the warmest year on record after an
extended streak of exceptionally high monthly global mean temperatures. A
report released by the World Meteorological Organization, during the ongoing
session of the Conference of the Parties, COP-29 said this, adding that the
ambitions of the Paris Agreement are "in great peril. The Paris Agreement aims
to keep the long-term global average surface temperature increase to well below
two degrees above pre-industrial levels and pursue efforts to limit the warming
to 1.5 degrees.
