NAMO DRONE DIDI: Union Government has released Operational Guidelines
of Central Sector Scheme Namo Drone Didi. Union Agriculture and Farmers
Welfare Ministry has approved the Central Sector Scheme for providing drones to
the Women Self Help Groups under Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana - National
Rural Livelihoods Mission with an outlay of one thousand 261 crore rupees. The
scheme aims to provide drones to 14 thousand 500 selected Women Self Help
Groups during the period from 2024-25 to 2025-2026. According to the guidelines,
the Namo Drone Didi Scheme will be governed at Central level by the Empowered
Committee of the Secretaries of Department of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare,
Department of Rural Development and Fertilizers. Eighty per cent of the cost of
drone and accessories charges up to a maximum of eight lakh rupees will be
provided to the women Self Help Groups for purchase of drones. The Cluster
Level Federations of Self Help Groups will raise the balance amount as loan under
National Agriculture Infra Financing Facility. One of the members of the women
Self Help Groups will be selected for 15 day training comprising mandatory drone
pilot training and additional training for agriculture purpose for nutrient and
pesticide application. The Lead Fertilizer Companies will be responsible for the
States. The drones will be procured by the Lead Fertilizer Companies through a
fair and transparent process. NSD 19
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TICKET: The new train ticket advance reservation booking rules came into force
from today. The Railways has reduced existing time limit for advance reservations
in trains from 120 days to 60 days. However, all the bookings done till yesterday
will remain intact. According to Railways Ministry, 60 day booking window will
help in reducing chances of ticket hoarding, ensuring more tickets for passengers.
The Ministry said, it was observed that about 21 percent of reservations done for
61 to 120 day periods were getting cancelled. Certain daytime express trains like
Taj Express and Gomti Express will continue to follow lower time limits for
advance reservations. The Ministry added that 365-day advance reservation
booking limit for foreign tourists remains unchanged. NSD 10

COMMISSIONER: Hyderabad City Commissioner of Police CV Anand held an
interactive meeting with Central Peace and Welfare Committee, comprising
representatives from all zones of Hyderabad to discuss recent sensitive religious
Issues in the city.

The committee addressed
the dangers of misinformation and rumours, which can quickly escalate tensions,
and proposed awareness campaigns to mitigate the risks. The Commissioner of
Police emphasised need for a proactive approach to potential flashpoints and urged
committee members to act as ambassadors of peace in their communities. He
called for peace committee’s cooperation in maintaining Hyderabad's harmonious
atmosphere, especially in unforeseen situations, and praised their ongoing efforts
to preserve the city’s reputation for peace.
