Polling concluded at 5 pm except at 950 sensitive booths in 31
constituencies, where voting concluded at 4 pm. 683 candidates including

COACHING INSTITUTE GUIDELINES

The Central Consumer Protection Authority - CCPA today issued
guideline that all coaching institutes must disclose relevant information
regarding their students and courses to prevent parents and candidates
from being mislead. Consumer Affairs Secretary Nidhi Khare issued a set of
guidelines in New Delhi against the misleading advertisement used by
various coaching institutes. A Report:

Most notably, these guidelines require coaching institutes to
prominently display any disclaimer and clarification regarding its

functioning while consent is required for use of photograph and
testimonial from minor candidates only after their selection. As
per the guidelines, the institutes must also accurately declare
their _services, facilities and_infrastructure. The quidelines also
established clear definitions of Coaching, Coaching Center and
Endorser.

The Secretary further warned against advertising false and

unverified claims, guarantees and success rate. She mentioned
that nine UPSC coaching institutes had claimed cummulatively

over 2 thousand 600 selections during civil services exam last
year, however. only around 1 thousand candidates were selected
in_that year. The CCPA has so far issued notice to 45 UPSC
coaching institutes and claimed over 56 lakh rupees in penalties




for misleading advertisements. Repeated violations may lead to
higher penalties and even suspension.

The coaching institutes must also have a pro-active
consumer grievance redressal mechanism. So far over one crore
rupees have been refunded by the institutes after intervention
from the National Consumer Helpline from September last year to
August this year. The Secretary highlighted that these guidelines

will bring transparency and truthfulness to inform the consumer
better.

Ministry of Information and Broadcasting Secretary, Sanjay Jaju,
today said the government is committed to encouraging talent and
providing support to those in the gaming, animation, and entertainment
sectors. He said that the government has set up the Indian Institute of
Creative Technologies (IICT) as a national center of excellence in this
direction. Addressing a press conference on the sidelines of the India Game
Developer Conference (IGDC) on its opening day in Hyderabad, he said the
institute will operate under a Public-Private Partnership (PPP) model, with
52 percent stake held by FICCI and CII, and 48 percent by the Government
of India. He also mentioned that the Maharashtra government has
allocated land for the setting up of IICT with the aim of providing skill
training to enthusiasts in the sector. He pointed out that India's share in
the global media and entertainment industry is currently only 2 percent,
while there is ample scope for growth at 20 percent per annum. He further
said that a few regional centers, including one in Hyderabad, will also be



set up to encourage entrepreneurship and enhance employment in the
gaming sector.

He also said that over 230 local private FM radio channels in towns with a
population of over one lakh are being auctioned, with the entire process
expected to be completed by the end of January next year. Many of these
cities are in Telangana as well.

Mr. Jaju also informed that Prasar Bharati's own OTT platform will be
launched at the inauguration of IFFI in Goa on the 20th of this month. He
described it as a convergent platform for broadcasting, radio, live channels,
animation, gaming, new media, and films, marking the first-ever
convergent event to bring all media and entertainment sectors together.

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SC JUDGEMENT: BULLDOZER JUSTICE

The Supreme Court of India has ruled, the executive cannot act as
the judiciary in determining the guilt of individuals by demolishing their
properties. In a significant judgment on pleas challenging the “bulldozer
action” by authorities against accused individuals, the court stated that any
demolition without proper authorization would be considered “arbitrary.”
Emphasizing the “rule of law” as the foundation of democratic governance,
the court underscored that the guilt of an accused cannot be presumed,
and arbitrary demolitions violate the principle of separation of powers.

A two-judge bench has also issued pan-India guidelines to prevent
unauthorized demolition of properties.The Supreme Court has stated that
no demolition should occur without a prior show-cause notice. This notice
must be returnable either within the timeframe specified by local municipal
laws or within 15 days from the date of service, whichever is later.

The designated authority is required to provide an opportunity for a
personal hearing to the affected party, with minutes of the hearing duly
recorded. The guidelines also mandate that all demolition proceedings be
video recorded, preserved, reported to the district collector, and displayed
on a digital portal.
