NEW ZEALAND-PROTEST

Thousands of people have joined a nine-day march towards New Zealand’s
capital Wellington over a contentious bill. The bill redefines the country’s
founding agreement between the British and the Indigenous Maori people.
New Zealand police reported that about 10,000 people marched through
the town of Rotorua in protest against the Treaty Principles Bill today. The
bill passed its first parliamentary reading yesterday. According to media
reports, the measure overhauls the 184-year-old Treaty of Waitangi. It is a
document granting Maori tribes broad rights to retain their lands and
protect their interests in return for ceding governance to the British. The
document still guides legislation and policy today. The country’s Indigenous
Maori people make up about 20 percent of its 5.3-million population.
