EVE. PM-SUMMIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has emphasised that the government's
goal is to transform India into a developed nation, with a vision that goes
beyond vote-bank politics. Addressing the gathering at the Leadership
Summit organized by a media organisation, Mr Modi highlighted that the
government is working with the mantra of progress for the people and by
the people underlining that when the people trust their government, the
impact on the development is profound. Mr Modi said that the government
is following a model of development where investments drive employment
and progress, ultimately enhancing the dignity of the country’s citizens.

He further highlighted that the state of uncertainty kept Jammu and
Kashmir engulfed in violence for seven decades, but the contrast today is
that newspapers across the country are reporting about the record
breaking voting in the region. Mentioning about Bodo cultural festival, the
Prime Minister said that the lives of these people have changed with Bodo
peace accord. Mr Modi pointed out that times have changed, and now it is
the terrorists who feel unsafe in their own homes.

Mr. Modi further underlined that in 2014, the country's Union budget
was around 16 lakh crore, and today it stands at 48 lakh crore rupees. He
mentioned that the capital expenditure has now exceeded 11 lakh crore
rupees, with funds being allocated to new schools, research facilities, and
the rail sector. The Prime Minister further mentioned that LPG gas
connections were once a distant dream for many, stating that his
government prioritized providing gas connections to every household. He
added that in 2014, there were 14 crore gas connections, and today there
are more than 30 crore. He noted that the initiative has not only improved
sanitation but also boosted the economy and created job opportunities for
many people.

Mr. Modi also pointed out that the governments after independence
did not instill the energy needed for taking risks, but in the last 10 years,
the youth have developed strong risk-taking ability. He said that the
country now has over 1.25 lakh registered startups, and the youth are
eager to make the nation proud. He also mentioned that India today has at
least 10 crore lakhpati Didis.
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EVE. PM-THREE NATION DEPARTURE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be reaching Abuja tonight
on the first leg of his three nation visit to Nigeria, Brazil and
Guyana. The Prime Minister said in his departure statement that
Nigeria is India's close partner in the west African region. He noted
that his visit will be an opportunity to build upon the Strategic Partnership,
which is based on a shared belief in democracy and pluralism. He also
expressed his eagerness to meet the Indian community in Nigeria, as well
as the Nigerian people who have sent him welcome messages in Hindi.

Mr Modi will also attend the 19th G-20 Summit as a Troika member.
He highlighted that India’s successful Presidency last year had elevated the
G-20 to a people's G-20 and incorporated the priorities of the Global South
into the agenda. Stating that this year Brazil has built upon India’s legacy,
Mr. Modi expressed his anticipation of meaningful discussions in line with
the vision of "One Earth, One Family, One Future. The Prime Minister
added that he would also use this opportunity to engage in discussions on
furthering bilateral cooperation with several other world leaders.

Mr Modi said that his visit to Guyana, at the invitation of President
Mohamed Irfaan Ali, will be the first ever visit of an Indian Prime Minister
in over 50 years. During the meeting, both leaders will exchange views on
giving strategic direction to their unique relationship, which is based on
shared heritage, culture and values. Mr Modi will also pay his respects to
one of the oldest Indian diasporas, who migrated more than 185 years
ago, and engage a fellow democracy while addressing their Parliament.

During this visit, the Prime Minister will also join leaders from the
Caribbean partner countries for the 2nd India-CARICOM Summit. Mr Modi
said that the Summit will enable these countries to renew historical ties
and expand cooperation into new domains.
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AFGHANISTAN ACCIDENT

In Afghanistan, eight commuters, including women and children,
have been killed after a passenger vehicle fell into a river in Badakhshan
province. A local official said the mishap occurred last evening. He added
that locals and rescuers rushed to the site and were searching to recover
the bodies. The driver of the vehicle, along with three women and four
children, are among the dead. Thousands of people lose their lives in road
accidents in Afghanistan each year due to poor infrastructure, reckless
driving, overloading, overtaking, and overspeeding.

He criticized the government for the shifting of
industries to neighbouring states and pointed out the significant losses
faced by farmers due to the ban on onion export. He also criticized the
government's decision to waive off 15 lakh crore worth of loans for
industrialists, while failing to offer similar relief to farmers. Mr.
Chidambaram assured that Congress, through the INDIA alliance, would
fulfill the promises made in states like Telangana and Karnataka. He
emphasized that there are many opportunities for job creation, but these
must be pursued in the right direction. He reiterated Congress's
commitment to fulfilling the promises made in the Party's manifesto during
the upcoming state elections, especially in terms of employment
opportunities. He accused the BIP of dividing the people along religious
lines and stated that the economic decline of the state was due to the BJ]P-
led government. He called on voters to support the Mahavikas Aghadi to
halt the state’s economic deterioration.

During the event, the Congress also released the 'Mumbai Nama'
manifesto for Mumbai city, which includes several key promises. These
include setting up eight rehabilitation centers for drug addicts, creating
comprehensive support centers for women victims of violence, and
canceling the Dharavi redevelopment project among others.

Their
condition is stable and out of danger. The search operation is still
ongoing in the area when reports last came in.
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
