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MEA CHINA US

External Affairs Ministry today said that verification patrolling has
commenced on mutually agreed terms between India and China in Demchok
and Depsang. Briefing media in New Delgi this afternoon, Ministry
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said the last phase of disengagement was
agreed upon between India and China on 21st October. The spokesperson
said that relevant dialogue mechanisms at the level of Foreign Ministers and
other officials will be used to stabilize and rebuild bilateral relations with
China, as agreed at the recent leaders' meeting in Kazan. On US sanctions on
Indian entities, the spokesperson highlighted that India has a robust legal
and regulatory framework on strategic trade and nonproliferation controls.
He underlined that India is also a member of three key multilateral non-
proliferation export control regimes - the Wassenaar Arrangement, the
Australia Group and the Missile Technology Control Regime. He said New
Delhi's understanding is that the sanctioned transactions and companies are
not in violation of Indian laws. He added that in keeping with its established
non-proliferation credentials, government is working with all the relevant
departments and agencies to sensitise Indian companies on applicable export
control provisions. Regular strategic trade and export control outreach
events for Indian industries and stakeholders are being carried out by
government agencies. Mr Jaiswal said India is also in touch with the US
authorities to clarify issues. On cancellation of Diwali celebrations in Canada,
the spokespersons termed it as unfortunate that the prevailing atmosphere in
Canada has reached high levels of intolerance and extremism. Responding to
a query on visas, Mr Jaiswal said New Delhi is monitoring the well being of
students and temporary workers from India who are currently in Canada.

JHARKHAND-AMIT SHAH

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah is scheduled to
visit Ranchi late this evening. Mr. Shah will review poll preparations with state
BJP leaders. Jharkhand Assembly Election In-Charge Shivraj Singh Chouhan
said, Mr Shah will release the party's sankalp patra tomorrow. The Union

Minister will also address three election rallies at Dhalbhumgarh (Tel3{H3TE)
in Ghatshila (amefrem), Barkatha (sX&hcaT) in Hazaribagh, and Simaria in
Chatra (IdXT) tomorrow.



FUR REV J&K-ENCOUNTER UPDATE:

Two unidentified terrorists were killed today in an encounter in Jammu &
Kashmir’s Larnoo forest area of Shangus in Anantnag district. According to
officials the identity of the slain militants would be ascertained after the
operation in the area ends,

ANANTNAG- ENCOUNTER:

In the Kashmir Valley, two terrorists have been killed in an ongoing gunfight
with security forces in Halkan Gali area of South Kashmir’s Anantnag district
this afternoon. According to a social media post of Srinagar based Chinar
Corps, the operation was launched by police and security forces after
receiving a specific input about presence of some terrorists in the area. The
officials said the suspicious movement near Halkan Gali was observed and
challenged by vigilant troops, as a result, terrorists opened indiscriminate fire
on troops who effectively retaliated, resulting in elimination of two terrorists.
The identity of the slain terrorists is being ascertained. The operation in the
area was going on till the reports last came in. Meanwhile, the gunfight
between security forces and terrorists continues in another encounter in
Khanyar area of Srinagar city. The encounter broke out in Khanyar after a
Cardon and Search Operation in the area. Further details are awaited.

THAILAND-FM

Minister of Foreign Affairs of Thailand Maris Sangiampongsa who is on a four
day visit to India, today met External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar in New
Delhi. In a social media post, Dr Jaishankar said, the Thai Foreign Minister's
visit for the Royal Kathina ceremony exemplifies the longstanding historical
and cultural relations between the two countries. They discussed
India-Thailand ties, multilateral cooperation and regional developments. Mr
Sangiampongsa arrived in New Delhi on Thursday. He exchanged views with
members of Vivekananda International Foundation yesterday in New Delhi
and delivered a special address on “Towards the Asian Century of Dhamma,".
He emphasized that Thailand and India have crucial role in spreading the
teachings of Lord Buddha across the world in order to promote peace and
sustainability.



MEA CANADA

The External Affairs Ministry summoned the representative of the Canadian
High Commission yesterday and conveyed India's protests regarding
references made to Home Minister Amit Shah before the Standing Committee
on Public Safety and National Security by Deputy Minister David Morrison.
Briefing the media in New Delhi this afternoon, Ministry spokesperson
Randhir Jaiswal said that a Diplomatic Note was handed over concerning the
proceedings of the Standing Committee in Ottawa on 29th October. He
emphasized that the revelation that high Canadian officials deliberately leak
unfounded insinuations to the international media confirms India's view of
the current Canadian Government’s political agenda and behavioral pattern.
He cautioned that such irresponsible actions will have serious consequences
for bilateral ties. Regarding surveillance conducted by Canada on Indian
officials, Mr. Jaiswal said that some of India's consular officials were recently
informed by the Canadian Government that they have been and continue to
be under audio and video surveillance. Their communications have also been
intercepted. The spokesperson said that India formally protested to the
Canadian Government, as New Delhi deems these actions a violation of
relevant diplomatic and consular conventions. The spokesperson stressed
that by citing technicalities, the Canadian Government cannot justify the
fact that it is indulging in harassment and intimidation. He added that
diplomatic and consular personnel are already functioning in an environment
of extremism and violence. He said this action by the Canadian Government
aggravates the situation and is incompatible with established diplomatic
norms and practices.
