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NAMO DRONE DIDI:

Union Government has released Operational Guidelines of Central Sector
Scheme Namo Drone Didi. Union Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Ministry
has approved the Central Sector Scheme for providing drones to the
Women Self Help Groups under Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana - National
Rural Livelihoods Mission with an outlay of one thousand 261 crore rupees.
The scheme aims to provide drones to 14 thousand 500 selected Women
Self Help Groups during the period from 2024-25 to 2025-2026. According
to the guidelines, the Namo Drone Didi Scheme will be governed at Central
level by the Empowered Committee of the Secretaries of Department of
Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare, Department of Rural Development and
Fertilizers. Eighty per cent of the cost of drone and accessories charges up
to a maximum of eight lakh rupees will be provided to the women Self Help
Groups for purchase of drones. The Cluster Level Federations of Self Help
Groups will raise the balance amount as loan under National Agriculture
Infra Financing Facility. One of the members of the women Self Help
Groups will be selected for 15 day training comprising mandatory drone
pilot training and additional training for agriculture purpose for nutrient and
pesticide application. The Lead Fertilizer Companies will be responsible for
the States. The drones will be procured by the Lead Fertilizer Companies
through a fair and transparent process.

INDIA US VAJRA PRAHAR

Indian Army contingent departed today for the 15th edition of India-
US joint Special Forces Exercise VAJRA PRAHAR. The exercise is scheduled
to be conducted from tomorrow to 22nd November at Orchard Combat
Training Centre in Idaho, US. Last edition of the same exercise was
conducted at Umroi, Meghalaya in December last year.

INDIA-CHINA PATROLLING

Indian and Chinese troops have started patrolling at the Line of Actual
Control (LAC) in eastern Ladakh region. According to the sources of Indian
Army, patrolling has resumed in the Demchok area which had been halted
for nearly four and a half years after a clash broke out between the two
armies in April 2020. Patrolling in Depsang will resume soon. Both nations
reached a consensus on disengagement after a series of diplomatic and
military-level talks last month. Yesterday, on the occasion of Diwali, Indian
and Chinese soldiers exchanged sweets at various points, including Chushul
Moldo, Daulat Beg Oldi, Hot Spring, KK Pass, and Kongkla. The
disengagement process began on the 22nd of last month, with both armies
removing temporary tents and dismantling structures at the Depsang and
Demchok areas. As per the plan, India and China have agreed to
communicate in advance when conducting patrols in sensitive zones.
