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JHARKHAND-POLLING: In Jharkhand, polling will be held today for the first

phase of Assembly Elections amidst tight security arrangements. Forty-three
constituencies spread over 15 districts are going to polls in this phase. Polling will
begin at 7 am and conclude at 5 pm except at 950 sensitive booths in 31
constituencies, where polling will be concluded by 4 pm. Over one crore 37 lakh
electorates will decide political fortune of 683 candidates including 73 women.
Former Chief Minister Champai Soren of BJP from Saraikela, Rajya Sabha MP and
JMN candidate Mahua Maji from Ranchi, Rameshwar Orao of Congress from
Lohardaga, Saryu Rai of Janta Dal (United) from Jamshedpur (West) and Hare
Lal Mahto of AJSU from Ichagarh are among important candidates whose fate
will be decided today. The Chief Electoral Officer K.Ravi Kumar has appealed to
the electorates to cast their vote fearlessly.

Our correspondent reports, elaborate security arrangements have been
made to ensure free and fair polls. Two hundred companies of central para
military forces have been deployed across the the state.

Inter- district borders have been sealed. A joint operation has been
launched in the bordering areas of UP, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, and
Odisha to check the activities of naxals. Helicopters have also been pressed into
service to meet any eventuality.

Voting for the by-polls in 33 Assembly consituencies across 11 states, and
Wayanad parliamentary seat in Kerala will also take place today. These include
seven seats in Rajasthan, Six in West Bengal, five seats in Assam, four in Bihar,
three seats in Karnataka, and two each in Madhya Pradesh and Sikkim. Besides,
Assembly by-polls will also take place for one seat each in Kerala, Chhattisgarh,
Gujarat, Meghalaya.

MORN. PM NIGERIA BRAZIL GUYANA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three nation visit to
Nigeria, Brazil and Guyana from 16th of this month. He will visit Nigeria at the
invitation of Nigerian President, Bola Ahmed Tinubu, from 16th to 17th
November. This will be the first visit by a Prime Minister of India to Nigeria in 17
years. During the visit, the Prime Minister will hold talks to review the strategic
partnership between the two countries and discuss further avenues to enhance
the bilateral relationship. He will also address a gathering of the Indian
community in the west african nation. Our Correspondent reports, India and
Nigeria have been strategic partners since 2007 with growing economic, energy
and defence collaboration. More than 200 Indian companies have invested over
27 billion dollars in important sectors in Nigeria. India and Nigeria also share a
strong development cooperation partnership.

Prime Minister will travel to Rio De Janeiro in Brazil to attend the G20
Summit during 18th and 19th November. India is part of the G20 Troika along
with Brazil and South Africa and has been actively contributing to the ongoing
G20 Summit discussions. During the Summit, Prime Minister will put forward



India’s positions on various issues of global importance and build on the
outcomes from the G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration and Voice of the Global
South Summits which were hosted by India in the past two years. Mr Modi is
expected to meet several leaders on the sidelines of the G20 Summit.

Prime Minister Modi will undertake a state visit to Guyana from 19th to
21st November. The visit to Guyana will be the first by an Indian Prime Minister
since 1968. Last year, President of Guyana, Dr. Mohamed Irfaan Ali visited India
as the Chief Guest at the 17th Pravasi Bharatiya Divas in Indore and was also
awarded the Pravasi Bharatiya Samman. During the visit, Prime Minister will hold
discussions with President Ali, meet other senior leaders of Guyana, address the
Parliament of Guyana and address a gathering of the Indian diaspora. In
Guyana's Georgetown, Prime Minister will also participate in the Second
CARICOM-India Summit and hold meetings with leaders of CARICOM member
countries to further enhance India’s long-standing friendship with the region.

MORN JAISHANKAR - SAUDI

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar will hold a meeting with Minister
of Foreign Affairs of Saudi Arabia, Prince Faisal bin Farhan Al Saud in New Delhi
today. The Saudi Foreign Affairs Minister arrived in Delhi yesterday on a two day
visit to India.

Our correspondent reports, India and Saudi Arabia enjoy cordial and
friendly relations reflecting the centuries old economic and socio-cultural ties.
India is the second largest trade partner of Saudi Arabia whereas Saudi Arabia is
the fourth largest trading partner of India. During Financial Year 2023 bilateral
trade was valued at 52.76 billion dollars. The Indian community in Saudi Arabia
is numbered at more than 2.65 million and is a living bridge between the two
countries. The annual Haj pilgrimage is another important component of Indo-
Saudi bilateral relations.

2024- HOTTEST YEAR

The year 2024 is on track to be the warmest year on record after an
extended streak of exceptionally high monthly global mean temperatures. A
report released by the World Meteorological Organization, during the ongoing
session of the Conference of the Parties, COP-29 said this, adding that the
ambitions of the Paris Agreement are "in great peril. The Paris Agreement aims
to keep the long-term global average surface temperature increase to well below
two degrees above pre-industrial levels and pursue efforts to limit the warming
to 1.5 degrees.

According to analysis of six international datasets used by WMO, the
January to September global mean surface air temperature was 1.54 degrees
Celsius above the pre-industrial average, boosted by a warming El Nino event.
The report also noted that 2015-2024 will be the warmest decade on record,



with the accelerating loss of ice from glaciers, sea-level rise and ocean heating.
WMO Secretary-General Celeste Saulo said, it is essential to recognize that every
fraction of a degree of warming matters, every additional increment of global
warming increases climate extremes, impacts and risks.

WOMEN'S ASIAN HOCKEY

At the Women's Asian Hockey Champions Trophy underway in Bihar, hosts
and defending champions India will take on Thailand at Rajgir this evening. The
match is scheduled to begin at 4.45 PM.

Meanwhile, yesterday, in a nail-biting encounter the Women in Blue
clinched a 3-2 win over South Korea. Deepika Kumari found the back of the net
twice, while Sangita Kumari added another. Captain Cheon Eunbi and Lee Yuri
were the Korean goalscorers.

Today'’s schedule also includes two other exciting clashes: South Korea will
play against Malaysia at 12:15 PM, followed by China taking on Japan at 2:30
PM.

MORN. CRICKET IND V/S SA

In Cricket, India will take on South Africa in the third T20 International of
the four-match series in Centurion, South Africa, this evening. The match is
scheduled to begin at 8.30 PM.

The series stands in a 1-1 draw, after South Africa defeated the visitors by
3 wickets in a low scoring thriller last Sunday. Opting to bowl after winning the
toss, the hosts restricted the Indian batting line up at a paltry 124 for 6 in the
stipulated 20 overs. They surpassed the target of 125, making it to 128, with 3
wickets in hand and 6 balls to spare. Earlier in the series opener, the Men in Blue
had defeated the Proteas by 61 runs.

The final match of the series will be held on Friday.
