 Nation is observing Constitution Day today. The Government has announced 
year-long celebrations beginning today to commemorate the 75th year of the adoption 
of the Constitution of India. The year-long celebrations across the country will continue 
till the 26th of November, 2025. 
 On the occasion of Constitution Day, a grand event will be organised at the 
Central Hall of Samvidhan Sadan in Delhi where President Droupadi Murmu will address 
members of both Houses of Parliament. Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar, Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi, and Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla, will grace the occasion.

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in Constitution Day celebrations at 
Supreme Court this evening. Mr Modi will also address the gathering on the occasion. 
The programme is being organised by the Supreme Court of India. Prime Minister will 
also release the Annual Report of the Indian Judiciary 2023-24. Union Law Minister 
Arjun Ram Meghwal, Chief Justice of India Justice Sanjiv Khanna and other judges of 
the apex court will be present on the occasion.

 Supreme Court has directed the Commission for Air Quality Management (CAQM) 
to consider relaxing the restrictions on physical classes for schools, colleges, and other 
educational institutions in Delhi-NCR. These restrictions were imposed last week due to 
severe air pollution. A bench of Justices Abhay S. Oka and Augustine George Masih said 
that a large number of students do not have air purifiers at home and, therefore, there 
may not be a significant difference between children staying at home and those 
attending schools. The apex court ordered that a decision be taken by the CAQM in this 
regard by today.

 The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) has given its approval for 
the PAN 2.0 Project of the Income Tax Department. The financial implications for the 
PAN 2.0 Project will be one thousand 435 crore rupees. Briefing reporters after the 
Union Cabinet meeting, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said 



that under it, the existing system will be completely upgraded and  there will be unified 
portal. He informed that  PAN 2.0 will have robust cyber security measures. Mr 
Vaishnaw also clarified that the existing Permanent Account Number will be the same.

 The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) has approved investment of 
one thousand 939 crore rupees  for construction of Heo Hydro Electric Project (HEP) in 
Shi Yomi District of Arunachal Pradesh. The estimated completion period for the project 
is 50 months. Briefing media after the Union Cabinet meeting, Information and 
Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the project with an installed capacity of 
240 MW would produce 1000 Million Units (MU) of energy. The Power generated from 
the Project will help improve the power supply position in the state of Arunachal 
Pradesh and will also help in balancing of the national Grid.

 The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) has approved three projects 
of Ministry of Railways with total cost of around 7 thousand 927 crore rupees. These 
projects include 160 kilometer long Manmad - Jalgaon fourth line,  131 kilometer long  
Bhusawal - Khandwa third and fourth line and 84 kilometer long Prayagraj - Manikpur 
third Line. The proposed multi-tracking projects will ease operations and reduce 
congestion, providing the much-required infrastructural development on the busiest 
sections.

 In Indian Super League Football, Odisha FC delivered a commanding 
6-0 victory over Hyderabad FC at G.M.C. Balayogi Athletic Stadium in 
Hyderabad, yesterday. The game started with both teams searching for an 



early breakthrough, but it was Odisha who surged ahead. Isak 
Vanlalruatfela opened the scoring in the 12th minute, assisted by Hugo 
Boumous. In the 30th minute, Diego Maurício doubled the lead, and an 
own goal by Lalbiakhlua Jongte in the 51st minute made it 3-0.  
 Mourtada Fall's header in the 70th minute, Lalthathanga Khawlhring’s 
strike in the 75th, and Rahim Ali’s late goal in the 89th sealed the dominant 
win.
