In Jammu & Kashmir, one terrorist was killed in an encounter with security
forces in Sopore town of Baramulla district yesterday, while two to three other terrorists
are still trapped there. Officials said, a fierce gunfight broke out between the security
forces and terrorists in the Rampora locality of Sopore yesterday evening. Following
specific inputs about the presence of terrorists, a joint anti-terror operation was started
by the army, CRPF, and J&K Police. As the layers of Cordon and Search Operation were
increased, terrorists fired at the surrounding forces triggering an encounter. One
terrorist has so far been killed in this operation. Two to three terrorists are reported to
be trapped inside the cordon.

In Pakistan, at least 25 people were killed and about 50 injured in a bomb blast
at a railway station in Balochistan province yesterday. The blast occurred at the
platform when a popular train was about to leave Quetta station for Peshawar. A
separatist militant group, Balochistan Liberation Army (BLA) has claimed the
responsibility for the suicide attack. The BLA said, they targeted a Pakistan military unit
that was returning from Quetta after completing a training course. Police have
confirmed that 14 soldiers were among the dead. There has been a recent surge in
deadly attacks in the Balochistan province, driven by demands for independence and
control over local resources.

The government has procured over 120 lakh metric tonnes (LMT) paddy in Kharif



Marketing Season (KMS) 2024-25 till Friday and has benefitted 6.58 lakh farmers in
Punjab with a Minimum Support Price (MSP) value of 27 thousand 995 crore rupees.
The Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution said that the paddy is
being purchased at MSP of 2320 rupees per Quintal as decided by the Government for
Grade ‘A’ paddy. It added, 4839 millers have applied for shelling of paddy and 4743
Millers have already been allotted work by the Punjab State Government. The Central
Government has fixed an estimated target of 185 LMT for Paddy Procurement for the
ongoing KMS 2024-25 which will continue till the end of this month.

Union Finance and Corporate Affairs Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
announced today that a target has been set for Public Sector Banks to lend
5.75 lakh crore rupees to MSMEs for this financial year. The Minister was
speaking at the National MSME Cluster Outreach Programme organised by
SIDBI in Bengaluru. The Finance Minister said the Public Sector Banks'
lending to MSMEs grew by 9.2 percent, as against 25 percent by private
banks and 39 percent by NBFCs. The Minister further informed that the
proposed new credit guarantee scheme, which ensures term loans of 100
crore rupees to MSMEs, will go before the Cabinet soon. This will ensure
term loans to MSMEs without any collateral or third-party assurance.
Nirmala Sitharaman said that the Government procurement policy, which
makes 25 percent of purchases from MSMEs mandatory through the GEM
portal, has helped generate demand. Union Minister of State for Finance
Pankaj Choudhary, Union Minister of State for MSME Shobha Karandlaje,
senior bank officials, industry bodies, and entrepreneurs were present on
this occasion.

BIDEN -TRUMP MEET
In the US, President-elect Donald Trump will meet President Joe



Biden on Wednesday. White House Press Secretary Karine Jean-Pierre in a
social media post said that the meeting will be held at 11 a.m, local time.

Such a meeting is customary between the outgoing president and the
incoming president and is meant partly to mark the start of a peaceful
transfer of power under America's democracy. However, Trump did not
host Biden for a sit-down after the 2020 election, when the Republican
leader lost his re-election bid.

Donald Trump will assume office of the President on January 20 next
year. On Tuesday, Trump won the presidential election with at least 301
electoral college votes, surpassing the threshold of 270 over Vice President
Kamala Harris. Trump, who also served as the 45th president, will become
the second president to serve two non-consecutive terms. The other was
Grover Cleveland, who was both the 22nd and 24th president.
