candidate Sathyan Mokeri by over 4 lakh votes. The election was

necessitated in Wayanad after Congress leader Rahul Gandhi won from
both Wayanad and Rae Bareli constituencies. However, he decided to
retain the Rae Bareli seat.In Nanded Lok Sabha seat of Maharashtra,
BJP candidates Dr. Santukrao Hambarde is Hambarde is leading over his
Congress rival Ravindra Chavan by over three lakh votes. The bypoll was
held following the death of the sitting Congress MP, Vasant Chavan, on

26th August this year. In West Bengal, ruling Trinamool Congress has

won all six seats. In Bihar, the ruling NDA has swept the bypolls to all
the four assembly segments. Hindustani Awam Morcha (HAM) has won



Imamganj seat. BJP has wrested Ramgarh seat and also secured the
Tarari seat. JD(U) has registered win from Belaganj constituency. In
Punjab, out of four seats, ruling AAP clinched three, while Congress has
bagged one seat.In Chattisgarh, ruling BJP has won the Raipur City
South assembly bypoll.In Karnataka, ruling Congress has won all three
seats. In Meghalaya, ruling NPP has grabbed the lone Gambegre seat.In
Uttarakhand, Kedarnath assembly seat has gone in the favour of BJP. In
Kerala, Congress and CPI(M) got one seat each. In Gujarat, BJP won the
lone Vav assembly seat.In Assam, bypolls were held on five assembly
seats. BJP has won from Behali seat. United People’s Party, Liberal has
won the bypoll to Sidli seat. Asom Gana Parishad has secured the
Bongaigaon seat. Counting is underway for two assembly seats - Dholai

and Samaguri constituencies. Ruling BJP is leading in 2 seats.In Uttar

three others, while its ally RLD is ahead in one. Samajwadi Party has
won two seats. In Madhya Pradesh, Congress has registered victory in
Vijaypur while ruling BJP is leading in Budhni.ln Rajasthan, out of seven
seats where bypolls were held, ruling BJP has won five seats while
Bharat Adivasi Party has bagged one seat, while Congress is ahead at

The minister said that based on
the Supreme Court’s decision in September this year, necessary
measures will be taken to conduct the election soon. Mr. Herath said
that a discussion will be held with other political parties on whether or
not to call for new nominations. Stating that steps will be taken to hold
the Local Government Elections early next year, he added that a final
decision on the date of the election is yet to be decided. The Local

Government polls were earlier scheduled for March 9, 2023, but later

postponed them to April 25, 2023. However, the elections were not

held after the government cited a lack of funds due to the country’s
recovery from its economic crisis.
