He underlined that
education should never be viewed as commerce, noting that it is an
obligation, a duty, a divine calling to contribute back to society.
Highlighting that Alumni are, in many ways, the lifeline of an institution, Mr
Dhankar strongly encouraged the establishment of an alumni fund with
regular annual contributions. He added that some of the world’s leading
institutions thrive on the enduring support and enthusiasm of their alumni.

CAQM AIR QUALITY

Chairperson of Commission for Air Quality Management, CAQM
convened a meeting in New Delhi today to review the progress and
effectiveness of the actions being implemented under the Graded Response
Action Plan to tackle air pollution. The meeting was attended by the Chief
Secretary of Delhi, and senior officials from key departments and agencies
of Delhi government. During the meeting, it was strongly reiterated that all
relevant departments, authorities, and agencies are required to strictly
implement the directions issued by the Commission, in its letter and spirit.
The importance of strict and uncompromising enforcement was
underscored. It was emphasized that immediate and firm action must be
taken against any violators, ensuring accountability at all levels. The
preventive actions being undertaken include intensifying mechanised
sweeping of roads, water sprinkling and use of anti-smog guns for dust
abatement measures. The Commission expressed concern regarding the
slow pace of resolution and the growing backlog of pending complaints
being handled by the respective agencies. It was strongly emphasized that
every case of violation must be treated with urgency and addressed
promptly to ensure swift resolution.

SL TEA RECOVERY

Sri Lanka’s tea industry saw a modest recovery this week as auction
offerings crossed the 6 million kilogram mark for the first time in five
months, marking a hopeful yet cautious step forward. Low Growns,
comprising the bulk of offerings at 2.5 million kilograms, showed mixed
performance, with high-quality leafy teas holding firm but lesser grades
struggling to attract buyers. It was reported that overall quality of tea



showed higher availability of fair average quality tea, and many varieties
seeing decline due to variable quality.

Tea exports are essential to Sri Lanka’s economy, providing
employment and supporting rural development. The country’s signature
Ceylon tea, particularly popular in markets like the UK, Europe, and Japan,
helps bolster foreign exchange reserves amid economic challenges. Despite
less activity from some Western buyers, selective interest from regions like
Japan and China remained steady.

REV. MAHA.-PM -RALLY

Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi today said that
the Mahayuti government has worked relentlessly for the development of
Marathwada region of Maharashtra. Addressing a rally in Nanded, Mr. Modi
said that in the last two and half years, the Marathwada region has seen
investment of more than 80 thousand crore rupees. He highlighted 11
irrigation projects in the region. He also emphasized key developments like
the Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor, Rail Coach Factory, Logistic Park,
Samruddhi Highway, Shaktipeeth Expressway, and new flights from
Nanded to Delhi and Adampur, expressing confidence in the creation of
numerous local employment opportunities. The Prime Minister said that the
BJP formed a government with a record majority in Haryana. Along with
Legislative Assembly elections, by polls for the Nanded Lok Sabha seat will
also be held on 20 November.<>

It condemned it
as a systematic violation of the fundamental principles of international
humanitarian law. Overall, 44 percent of the victims were children, with the
biggest single category aged five to nine.

United Nations human rights chief Volker Turk has condemned the
killing of civilians in Gaza, after the report came out.

WORLD IMMUNIZATION DAY

World Immunization Day will be observed across the globe tomorrow
with the aim to raise awareness about the vital role vaccines play in
preventing infectious diseases and protecting public health. This day also
highlights the need for continued efforts to ensure every individual has
access to life-saving vaccines.

With its immunization initiatives, India has made significant progress
in the elimination of several deadly diseases, including polio and maternal
and neonatal tetanus. In the financial year 2023-24, the country’s Full
Immunization Coverage reached 93.23 per cent. Through the Universal
Immunization Programme (UIP), free vaccines are provided for 12
diseases, including polio, measles, and hepatitis B. U-WIN, a portal that
provides fully digitized records of vaccination for pregnant women and



children from birth to 17 years, is now available in 11 regional languages,
including Hindi. As of September this year, the platform has registered 6.46
crore beneficiaries, conducted over 1.04 crore vaccination sessions, and
recorded 23.06 crore administered vaccine doses.

India’s COVID-19 Vaccination Programme, launched in January 2021,
has been a global success. By January last year, the program had
administered over 220 crore doses, covering 97 per cent of eligible citizens
with at least one dose and 90 per cent with both doses.
