US PREZ-CEASEFIRE

US President Joe Biden announced that the US will work with regional
powers, including Turkey, Egypt, Qatar, and Israel, to push for a ceasefire
in Gaza.

Biden's comments came shortly after a ceasefire agreement was
reached in Lebanon between Israel and Hezbollah, ending nearly 14
months of conflict.

On X, President Biden stated that in the coming days, the US would
push for a ceasefire in Gaza with the goal of releasing hostages and ending
the war without Hamas in power.

Hamas reacted positively to the ceasefire in Lebanon, signaling a



willingness to consider a similar truce in Gaza but rejected Israel's
demands.

According to the Hamas-run health ministry, more than 44,000
people have been killed and over 104,000 injured in Gaza since the conflict
began.

US National Security Adviser Jake Sullivan confirmed that President
Biden had agreed with Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to make
another attempt at a Gaza ceasefire, following months of unsuccessful
negotiations.

NT. DEEP DEPRESSION

The deep depression over the southwest Bay of Bengal moved at a
speed of ten kilometers per hour and was centered 100 km southeast of
Trincomalee, 320 km southeast of Nagapattinam, 420 km south-southeast
of Puducherry, and 500 km south-southeast of Chennai.

In its forecast, the Regional Meteorological Department indicated that
the system is likely to move north-northwestward, skirting the Sri Lanka
coast, and intensify into a cyclonic storm within the next 12 hours. After
that, it is expected to continue moving north-northwestward and approach
the North Tamil Nadu and Puducherry coast as a deep depression around
the morning of 30th November.
