 The Rajya Sabha has been adjourned for the day amid opposition's 
ruckus over various issues including alleged bribery charges against a 



prominent business group. When the Upper House reassembled at 11.30 
after first adjournment, Members from Congress, Left, DMK, TMC, SP, AAP 
and others continued to raise the issues forcing adjournment of the House for 
the day.  Earlier, when the House began its proceedings this morning, 
Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar rejected adjournment notices under rule 267 
given by the Opposition MPs on alleged bribery charges against a prominent 
business group, Manipur violence and violence in Sambhal, Uttar Pradesh. 
The Chairman said he has reiterated on several occasions regarding rules 
related to suspension of business of the House while disallowing such 
notices. He emphasised that Rajya Sabha needs to follow the established 
tradition of obeying the direction of the Chair. He said in the last 30 years,  
rule 267 was invoked just once. Mr Dhankhar urged the Members to create an 
atmosphere of debate and discussions and raise the bar of productivity of the 
Upper House.  Opposition members created noisy scenes in the House 
leading to the adjournment till 11.30.   
 In the Lok Sabha, as soon as the House met the opposition Members 
from Congress, Samajwadi Party, DMK and others created uproar over the 
issues including alleged bribery charges against a particular business group, 
violence in Sambhal in Uttar Pradesh and Manipur. Speaker Om Birla 
repeatedly urged Members to allow the House to function and maintain 
decorum and dignity. He assured them that all issues will be discussed after 
the Question Hour. However the Opposition Members trooped into the well of 
the House and continued raising slogans. It led to the adjournment of the 
House till 12 noon.

 Israeli government has approved a ceasefire deal with Hezbollah in Lebanon. This 
was disclosed by the Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu's office last night. The 
ceasefire deal, which was brokered by the US and France, is expected to halt the war that 
has killed almost 3,800 people in Lebanon over the last year and left about 16,000 others 
wounded.

BANGLADESH- CPJ  
 A US-based global media rights body, the Committee to Protect 
Journalists (CPJ), on Tuesday called for a swift investigation into the threats 
of violence against leading dailies of Bangladesh 'The Daily Star' and 
'Prothom Alo'. 
 In a statement posted on X, formerly Twitter, it said, "CPJ calls for a 



swift investigation into the threats of violence against the staff of 
@ProthomAlo and @dailystarnews newspapers, as well as the vandalization 
of the Prothom Alo office in Rajshahi city on Monday." 
 Earlier on Monday,  the Newspaper Owners Association of Bangladesh 
(NOAB) has expressed its serious concern over frequent attacks on the 
freedom of the media in the country. Strongly condemning incidents of sit-in, 
attack and vandalism in front of the offices of the Prothom Alo and The Daily 
Star, NOAB called on the government led by Nobel Peace laureate Prof 
Muhammad Yunusto to strictly prevent mob justice at all types of 
organisations, including the media. 
 Groups of people on Monday attacked the Prothom Alo office in 
Rajshahi and demonstrated in front of Prothom Alo in Dhaka on Sunday and 
elsewhere in the country. Last week, they also demonstrated in front of The 
Daily Star. 
 NOAB said that if anyone has any objection against any news report or 
the editorial policy of any newspaper, that person could highlight his/her 
position and statements. But such attempts to unleash chaos has been 
hampering the practice of journalism and its environment. 
 At the same time, NOAB requested all the relevant sides to refrain from 
activities that are against press freedom. 
 Earlier in three phases post August 5, the interim Government of 
Bangladesh canceled the press accreditation of 167 journalists without giving 
any grounds. Many international organisations working for press freedom 
and security for journalists have raised their concern over the action of 
Yunus' government.

ECI - MAHARASHTRA CLARIFICATION 

 The Election Commission dismissed a report by an online news portal 
alleging a mismatch between votes polled and counted in the Maharashtra 
Assembly Elections. The ECI termed the news report as misleading, 
inaccurate, and bereft of facts. In a letter written by the Maharashtra Chief 
Electoral Officer to the editor of the portal, the poll body clarified that the 



alleged mismatch of over 5 lakh votes in the report was mischievously quoted 
and failed to account for postal votes in a seemingly deliberate attempt to 
mislead and sensationalize. The Commission mentioned that the postal 
ballots, which were part of the total votes in the Voter Turnout APP (VTA), 
were not included by the portal. It criticized the news report, stating that it 
was misleading, inaccurate, and written and published in haste without 
accounting for the accurate details.
