Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that the 2020 Bodo Peace Accord had not
just benefited the Bodo community, but also opened avenues for many more peace
accords. Addressing first Bodoland Mohotsav in New Delhi last evening, Mr Modi said,
due to peace accords, more than 10 thousand youths have given up arms and violence
in Assam alone and they have joined the mainstream. He said, Bodoland in Assam
has witnessed a new wave of development after the peace agreement. The
Prime Minister said, he feels satisfied after seeing impact of growth in
Bodoland, which saw violence and bloodshed nearly 50 years. He said, the
Central Government has given a special package of 1,500 crore rupees for the
development of Bodoland. Mr Modi said, Assam government has also given a special
development package. More than 700 crore rupees has been spent to develop
infrastructure related to education, health and culture in Bodoland. He asked people
who are on the path of Naxalism to learn something from Bodo people. Mr Modi
lauded the Bodos for creating a new history after years of struggle and mediation
efforts. Emphasizing the importance of skill development and availability of
opportunities for the youth and women for the development, Mr Modi spoke about
SEED Mission which is Skilling, Entrepreneurship, Employment and Development. He
expressed confidence that the Bodo youth are getting huge benefit from this. Prime
Minister Modi said that the NDA government is committed to ensuring progress and
prosperity for the vibrant Bodo community. He remarked that the entire North East,
including Assam, is the Ashtalakshmi of India and the dawn of development would rise
from Eastern India to give new energy to the resolve of a developed India. He said,
the government is constantly making efforts for permanent peace in the North East by
trying to find amicable solutions to the border disputes between the states of the
North East.

Governor of Assam Lakshman Prasad Acharya, Chief of Bodoland Territorial
Region Pramod Boro, President of All Bodo Students Union Deepen Bodo, President of
Bodo Sahitya Sabha Dr Surath Narzary were present on the occasion among others.
Chief Minister of Assam Himanta Biswa Sarma virtually joined the event.

REV PM-THREE-NATION VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a six-day visit to Nigeria,
Brazil and Guyana today. In the first leg of his three-nation visit, Prime
Minister Modi will travel to Nigeria at the invitation of Nigerian President,
Bola Ahmed Tinubu. This will be the first visit by a Prime Minister of India to Nigeria
in 17 years. During his two-day stay in Nigeria, the Prime Minister will hold talks
with top leadership to review the strategic partnership between the two countries and
discuss further avenues to enhance the bilateral relationship. He will also address a
gathering of Indian community in Nigeria. India and Nigeria have been strategic
partners since 2007 with growing economic, energy and defence collaboration. More
than 200 Indian companies have invested over 27 billion dollars in important sectors in
Nigeria. The two countries also share a strong development cooperation partnership.

From Nigeria, Prime Minister Modi will travel to Brazilian city of Rio De Janeiro on
18th of this month to attend the G20 Summit hosted by President Luiz Inacio Lula da
Silva. India is part of the G20 Troika along with Brazil and South Africa and has been
actively contributing to the ongoing G20 Summit discussions. During the summit,
Prime Minister Modi will present India’s positions on various global issues and build on
the outcomes of the G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration, as well as the Voice of the
Global South Summits, both hosted by India in the past two years. Mr Modi is also
expected to meet several leaders on the sidelines of the G20 Summit.

On the third and final leg, Prime Minister Modi will undertake a state visit to
Guyana from 19th to 21st of November. This visit to Guyana will be a first by an Indian
Prime Minister since 1968. Last year, President of Guyana, Dr. Mohamed Irfaan Alj,
visited India as the Chief Guest at the 17th Pravasi Bharatiya Divas at Indore in
Madhya Pradesh. He was also awarded the Pravasi Bharatiya Samman. During his visit,
Prime Minister Modi will hold discussions with President Ali, meet other senior leaders
of Guyana, address the Parliament of Guyana and address a gathering of the Indian
diaspora. In Guyana's Georgetown, the Prime Minister will also participate in the
Second CARICOM-India Summit and hold meetings with leaders of CARICOM member
countries to further enhance India’s long-standing friendship with the region. The
Caribbean Community (CARICOM) is an intergovernmental organization of 15 member
states in the Caribbean region having the primary objective to promote economic
integration and cooperation among the members.

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MORN. T20 CRICKET

In Cricket, India thrashed South Africa by a staggering 135 runs in the fourth
and final T20 International at the Wanderers Stadium in Johannesburg last night. With
the win, India have clinched the four-match series 3-1. Opting to bat first, India posted
a huge total of 283 for the loss of one wicket in stipulated 20 overs. Tilak Verma
scored a dazzling 120 off 47 balls while opener Sanju Samson contributed a blistering
105 off 56 balls. The left-right combo forged an unbeaten 210 runs partnership, the
highest for any wicket in India's T20 International history. India's onslaught included a
record-breaking 23 sixes, the most ever in a T20 International between two Full
Member sides. In response, South Africa were bundled out for a mere 148 in 18.2
overs. Arshdeep Singh spearheaded India's bowling attack with figures of 3 wickets,
while Varun Chakravarthy and Axar Patel chipped in with two wickets each. Tristan
Stubbs, with 43 runs was the top scorer for the hosts. Tilak Verma was adjudged
player of the match.
