The polling for the 288 assembly constituencies of Maharashtra
Assembly was conducted peacefully. Maharashtra recorded an average
voter turnout of 65.11 percent, it is higher than 2019 figures, when a
turnout of almost 61 percent was recorded. While Gadchiroli district
recorded 73.68 percent polling, Mumbai City recorded the lowest at 52.07
percent. The fate of four thousand, one hundred and thirty six (4,136)
candidates contesting for the 288 seats in the Maharashtra assembly has
been sealed in EVMs.

Meanwhile, peaceful polling was also conducted for the Nanded
parliamentary constituency. The seat, having 19 candidates, recorded
62.89 percent voting. The poll was necessitated due to the demise of
Congress leader Vasantrao Chavan, who had won the Nanded seat earlier
this year.

In the 2019 assembly polls, BJP had won 105 seats while the Shiv
Sena had won 56 seats. The opposition congress had claimed 44 while NCP
had grabbed 54.

The result of today’s polls will be declared on 23rd November.

US - VETO - UN RESOLUTION

The US has vetoed a UN resolution demanding an immediate and
unconditional ceasefire in Gaza. The resolution, supported by the other 14
members of the UN Security Council, also demanded the unconditional
release of all hostages. However, the US opposed the resolution, stating
that it failed to address the release of hostages.

The other 14 members of the UN Security Council voted in favor of
the resolution. They expressed their disappointment over its failure to pass.
This is the fourth ceasefire resolution the US has vetoed since October 7

India's Permanent Representative to the United Nations,
Parvathaneni Harish stressed that the use of Veto has been a tool for
achieving political interests by the five permanent members of the Council.
Speaking at the Un General Assembly yesterday, Mr. Harish said that
during the last eight decades, all five permanent members of the Council
have used the Veto nearly 200 times. He emphasised that this practice



contradicts the principle of sovereign equality among UN member states.

Mr. Harish further emphasized India's clear stance on the Veto,
stating that as long as the Veto exists, it must be held by all permanent
members as a matter of fairness and justice. We therefore support the
common African position on the Veto, he said. Mr Harish also called for a
comprehensive approach to reforming the UN Security Council, focusing on
all five key aspects, especially the veto. Reiterating India’s commitment to
meaningful UN reform, he added that India remains fully committed to
supporting initiatives that promote a more inclusive and representative UN.
