 Russian President Vladimir Putin has signed a treaty establishing a 
comprehensive strategic partnership with North Korea. The treaty, 
originally signed by the top leaders of the two countries in Pyongyang on 
June 19, was ratified by the the lower house of parliament, on October 24. 
Russia's upper house of parliament approved the bill on November 6. 
 The preamble to the treaty said that the document aligns with the 
core interests of the two peoples, aiming to ensure regional and global 
peace, security and stability. Under the terms of the agreement, Russia 
and the North Korea are committed to developing a sustained partnership 
based on mutual respect for sovereignty, territorial integrity, non-
interference in internal affairs, equality, and other principles of 
international law that support friendly relations and cooperation among 
nations. 
 The treaty also includes provisions for immediate military and other 
forms of assistance if either nation faces an armed attack, as stipulated by 
Article 51 of the United Nations Charter. The treaty will come into effect 
upon the exchange of ratification instruments. <><><>

ISRAEL-HAMAS MEDIATION 
 In a major development for West Asia peace negotiations, Qatar has 
announced it will suspend its role as mediator between Israel and Hamas, 
citing concerns that both parties are no longer negotiating in good faith. 
The Gulf state, which has traditionally served as a diplomatic bridge 
between the warring parties and hosts Hamas' political office in its capital 
Doha, has been a crucial intermediary alongside Egypt in facilitating talks 
between the two sides, which have no official direct communication 
channels. This decision comes amid reports that senior United States 
officials will no longer accept Hamas representatives' presence in Qatar, 
following the Palestinian group's alleged rejection of new proposals aimed 



at ending the ongoing conflict in Gaza. 
 Qatar's withdrawal marks a potential setback for peace efforts in the 
region. The nation, despite its small size, wields considerable diplomatic 
influence and has been instrumental in various high-stakes international 
negotiations, including those with Iran, the Taliban, and Russia. It also 
hosts a major US military air base, underlining its strategic importance as a 
key American ally in the West Asia. The country has been working closely 
with the United States and Egypt in attempting to broker a ceasefire in the 
Gaza conflict, which has now entered its second year. However, these 
efforts are yet to yield results.

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CANADA - VISA 
 In a significant development having far-reaching implications for 
Indian students, Canada has announced the discontinuation of its Student 
Direct Stream (SDS) visa programme. The SDS is a key pathway for 
international students seeking permits for studies. It is said that the 
decision has come as part of the country's attempts to address ongoing 
housing shortages and resource strain. The SDS programme was launched 
in 2018 by Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC). It was 
designed to fast-track study permit applications for students from 14 
countries. These nations include India, Brazil, China, Colombia, Costa Rica, 
Morocco, Pakistan, Peru, the Philippines, and Vietnam. Under this 
programme, the application process was faster, paving the way for quicker 
access to Canadian educational institutions. 
 However, in a statement on its official website, the Canadian 
government explained that the programme would be discontinued to 
strengthen programme's integrity, address student vulnerability, and give 
all students equal and fair access to the application process. The move by 
the Canadian government is expected to impact international students, 
particularly those from the countries previously included in the SDS 
programme.
