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DEVADULA PROJECT :

The gate wall of Devadula project leaked in Peddakodepaka suburb of
Sayampeta mandal of Hanamkonda district today spewing jets of water for about
an hour. According to reports, as part of phase-2 of the Devadula project,
construction of a pipeline was undertaken to move water from the Chalivagu
project in the suburb of Jogampally to Dharmasagar. Tthere was an electrical issue
in the Devadula substation at the Chalivagu project and the gate wall started
leaking due to high pressure water flow from the motors since moring. As a result,
water gushed out with high intensity damaging the nearby agriculture fields.
Villagers informed the irrigation department officials who in turn rushed to the
spot and immediately stopped the motors and took up repair works. 10

FOOD POISONING :

The number of students falling ill due to alleged food poisoning at a tribal
welfare department-managed hostel cum school in Wankidi mandal in Komaram
Bheem District rose to 60. The condition of one of the students was learnt to be
critical. Sources said 15 more students took ill after consuming contaminated
dinner at the hostel yesterday. Forty-five students fell sick on Firday and were
admitted to a primary health centre in Wankidi mandal centre and discharged by
evening. The students complained of stomach ache, vomiting and diarrhoea after
they had dinner. However, one student Shailaja was shifted to a hospital in
Mancherial as her medical condition deteriorated, while Parvathi was undergoing
treatment at a hospital in Kaghaznagar in the district. Another student Kova Laxmi
was being treated at district headquarters hospital in Asifabad. Shailaja is said to be
on a ventilator, battling for life.Meanwhile, Integrated Tribal Development Agency
(ITDAO)-Utnoor Project Officer Khusbu Gupta inspected the hostel and instructed
officials concerned to take steps to ensure hygiene in the kitchen yesterday. She
asked officials to take measures to prevent recurrence of similar incidents in the

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THERMAL.:

Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka today said 4000 MW thermal
electricity from the Damcherla Thermal Station in Nalgonda district will be
synchronized to the electricity grid by May next year. The Deputy Chief Minister
along with ministers Komati Reddy Venkat Reddy and Uttam Kumar Reddy
started synchronisation of unit-1 of the Thermal project. Later the ministers’
team took an aerial view of the thermal project. The Deputy Chief Minister also
started a coal railway wagon at the thermal station. He held a review meeting with
the officials there. Later deputy chief minister told newsmen that the government
will soon bring out a new electricity policy. Keeping in mind the electricity




demand, the government is generating power and as per estimated by 2028-29
about 22488 MW demand will be there in the State. He said the government
keeping in mind the agriculture, industry and household demands the Government
has planned to supply uninterrupted electricity.

PADDY: Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Bandi Sanjay Kumar
expressed concern on the delay in paddy procurement in the State. In a statement,
the Minister said although the government declared that 7,572 paddy procurement
centres would be set up across the State so far only 4,598 of these centres are
operational, and procurement has not yet started. Farmers, he said, were left
waiting with harvested paddy piled up at the centres and many farmers have had to
leave their crops along the roadside. Recent rains have worsened the situation,
soaking paddy in several districts and damaging large portions of the harves, he
noted. In the Karimnagar parliamentary constituency, including Choppadandi,
Sircilla, Manakondur, and Huzurabad, thousands of acres of paddy have been
waterlogged, with soaked crops left drying in plain.  He called for immediate
action to initiate paddy procurement and urged the government to honour its
election promises by buying every grain of paddy, regardless of factors like chaff,
shrinkage, or moisture content. To protest the delay, he announced that BJP
cadres in the Karimnagar constituency would launch agitation programs. As part of
these efforts, BJP members will submit representations to Tahsildars at all Mandal
offices in the constituency tomorrow, he said.PN
