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PM-TB DECLINE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today said that decline in tuberculosis
incidence is an outcome of India’s dedicated and innovative efforts.
Commending the country’s progress, Mr Modi said in a social media post
that through a collective spirit, the government will keep working towards a
TB-free India. He added that the government remained steadfast in
commitment to creating a TB-free India. According to the World Health
Organization (WHO) India has recorded a decline of 17.7 percent in TB
incidence from 2015 to 2023. This rate is more than double the global
decline of 8.3 per cent. Sharing the information in social media post
yesterday, Health Minister JP Nadda emphasised that this acknowledgment
reflects India’s transformative approach to TB care and control. He
mentioned that the government has expanded and strengthened the
National TB Elimination Programme by taking key initiatives such as the Ni-
Kshay Poshan Yojana to provide essential nutritional support to TB



patients.

EVE JAISHANKAR-AUSTRALIA SINGAPORE: External Affairs Minister
Dr. S. Jaishankar reached Brisbane today on a six day visit to Australia and
Singapore. During the visit, Dr Jaishankar will inaugurate India’s 4th
consulate in Australia in Brisbane. He will also co-chair the 15th Foreign
Ministers’ Framework Dialogue with his Australian counterpart Penny Wong
in Canberra. The External Affairs Minister will deliver the keynote address
at the inaugural session of the 2nd Raisina Down Under to be held in the
Australian Parliament House. He is also scheduled to have interactions with
Australian leadership, parliamentarians, members of the Indian diaspora,
business community, media and think tanks. On the second leg of the visit,
Dr Jaishankar will travel to Singapore for an official visit on 8th of this
month, during which he will address the 8th Roundtable of ASEAN - India
Network of Think Tanks. He will also meet the leadership of Singapore to
review the close partnership between the two countries and explore
avenues to further enhance the bilateral relationship.

REV. J&K — EXPLOSION: In the Kashmir Valley, at least ten civilians
sustained injuries in a grenade explosion at Sunday market outside the
office of Akashwani Srinagar this afternoon. As per reports, suspected
terrorists lobbed a grenade at security forces vehicle at TRC crossing which
missed the intended target and exploded on road causing injuries to atleast
ten civilians. The Sunday market in Srinagar witnesses huge rush as people
in large numbers visit the market for winter shopping. Police have
cordoned off the area and launched a massive search operation to nab the
attackers responsible for the terror crime. Meanwhile, Lieutenant Governor
Manoj Sinha spoke to DGP Nalin Prabhat and senior officials of the security
agencies on grenade attack in Srinagar. He directed the security officials
for an effective and forceful response to punish the terrorists and their
associates. He reaffirmed the government's resolve not to allow terrorist
elements to succeed in their nefarious designs. The Lieutenant Governor
said terrorists targeting our citizens will have to pay a very heavy price for
their actions. He told the senior security officials that they have full
freedom to crush terror outfits and leave no stone unturned to complete
this mission. Mr Sinha wished speedy recovery of those injured and has
asked the district administration to extend all possible assistance.



TERRORIST ARRESTED: In the Kashmir Valley, Police alongwith security
forces have arrested a hardcore terrorist associate linked with banned
terror outfit Hizbul Mujahideen in south Kashmir's Pulwama district. Police
said, a joint team of Police, Rashtriya Rifles and CRPF arrested the terrorist
associate from Dangerpora Pulwama. The joint team of forces raided his
shop and recovered hidden arms and ammunition.

JHARKHAND-AMIT SHAH

Senior BIP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah released the party's
manifesto - Sankalp Patra for Jharkhand Assembly elections in Ranchi
today. Addressing on this occasion Mr Shah said if BIP is voted to power
Uniform Civil Code (UCC) will be implemented in the Jharkhand but tribal
will be out of purview of UCC. He said rule will be framed to check
Bangladeshi infiltration from Santhal Pargana areas as it has changed the
demography of the state. Mr Shah said infiltrators have snatched land from
tribals after marrying tribal women. Union Home Minister said after making
law, land of tribals will be returned with retrospective effect. Mr Shah said
each woman in the state will be given two thousand one hundred rupees
per month under the "Gogo-Didi" Yojana. All families will be provided an
LPG cylinder at a cost of five hundred rupees, and two free cylinders will be
given on the occasion of Deepawali and Rakshabandhan. Unemployed
graduate and postgraduate youths will receive two thousand rupees per
month for two years. He said, five lakh employment opportunities will be
provided within five years. Two lakh eighty-seven thousand government
vacant posts will be filled in a timely manner.

FPIsForeign investors turned net sellers in October, withdrawing shares
worth over 94,000 crore rupees in the month owing to high valuations in
domestic markets and the strong performance of the Chinese market. This
outflow comes after a nine-month high investment of over 57,700 in
September this year by the FPIs. Earlier, they had withdrawn over 61,000
crore rupees from the shares in March 2020. Data with the depositories
showed that overall, FPIs have been net buyers in 2024, except for
January, April, May and October. Looking ahead, global factors such as
geopolitical developments, future direction of interest rates, progress in
Chinese economy and results of the US Presidential Polls will play a crucial
role in determining the flow of foreign investments into the Indian equity
markets, according to experts.



REV. PADDY-PROCUREMENT: The government today said that over 90
lakh tonnes of paddy have arrived in the mandis. Out of this over 85 lakh
tonnes were procured by state agencies and the Food Corporation of India
(FCI) in Punjab. The Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food, and Public
Distribution said, the paddy is being purchased at Minimum Support Price
of 2320 rupees per quintal as decided by the government for Grade ‘A’
paddy. The total paddy purchased by Government till date in the current
Kharif Marketing Season (KMS) amounts to 19,800 crore rupees and it has
benefitted 4 lakh farmers. The procurement of paddy for KMS 2024-25
commenced in Punjab from 1st October and 2927 designated mandis and
temporary yards are operational throughout the State for smooth
procurement from the farmers. Central Government has fixed an estimated
target of 185 lakh tonnes for paddy procurement for the ongoing
marketing season which will continue till 30" November.

GRAP-AIR POLLUTION: The government today said that a total of 54
thousand vehicles have been challaned for non-possession of pollution
under control (PUC) certificate in Delhi-NCR from 15" to 31% of October.
Environment Ministry said that a range of preventive and remedial
measures under Stages I and II of GRAP were initiated to abate air
pollution in the region. Around 3900 overaged vehicles were impounded
across NCR during this period. Environmental Compensation (EC) has been
imposed on 597 non-complying construction and demolition sites. Orders
for closure have been issued for 56 such sites. To control the dust
pollution at its source, Mechanical Road Sweeping Machines,
Water Sprinklers and Anti-Smog Guns were deployed across
Delhi-NCR. A GRAP Monitoring Control Room has been set up in
the Commission for Air Quality Management since 15" of last
month. A dedicated WhatsApp group has been created for smooth
flow of information between the Control Room and concerned
Nodal Officers of States. Intensive inspections were carried out
for illegal dumping sites across NCR and necessary action taken
against illegal sites. Efforts by the concerned agencies responsible
for control of air pollution in Delhi-NCR will be further intensified

during the GRAP period as per the prevailing situation.

RAILWAYS SPECIAL TRAINS: Indian Railways is running seven



thousand five hundred special trains across the country to meet the festival
season rush. Today around 20 festival special trains originating from Delhi-
NCR have departed or will depart from Delhi to various parts of the
country. These include special trains to Darbangha, Barauni, Patna, Katra,
Muzaffarpur, Balia, Kamakhya, and Azamgarh. Every year, Railways run
special trains during the festive season to facilitate the travel of lakhs of
passengers. This year there has been a notable increase of two thousand
800 special trains compared to the previous year. Last year, around four
thousand 500 special trains operated during this season.

ISRAEL- HEZBOLLAH OPERATIVE: Israeli special forces have captured
a senior Hezbollah operative during an amphibious raid in northern
Lebanon. Members of Israel's elite Shayetet 13 conducted the operation in
Batroun, approximately 30 kilometers north of Beirut. The operative,
identified by Israeli sources as Imad Amhaz, who allegedly oversees
Hezbollah's naval operations, was successfully transported back to Israel
territory. Israeli Defence Forces (IDF) confirmed that the captured
operative is currently being interrogated by their military intelligence unit.
Operating from the Atlit naval base on Israel's northern Mediterranean
coast, Shayetet 13 is known for conducting strategic sabotage missions
behind enemy lines during wartime. Lebanese military officials
corroborated the incident, confirming that Israeli naval forces landed in
Batroun and captured a Lebanese citizen.

REV IND NZ TEST: In cricket, New Zealand defeated India by 25 runs in
Mumbai Test clinching the series 3-nil. At Wankhede Stadium in Mumbai,
chasing a target of 147 runs, India crumbled to 121 all out. Despite a
fightback, India lost their last four wickets for just 21 runs on day third of
the match. New Zealand's Ajaz Patel was the architect of India’s downfall,
claiming four crucial wickets. The Indian innings faltered early when
skipper Rohit Sharma fell for just 11, followed by the dismissals of
Shubman Gill and Virat Kohli for 1 each. Earlier, New Zealand concluded
their two innings with scores of 235 runs and 174 runs. Hosts scored 263
runs in their first innings. This series victory for New Zealand marks their
first Test series win in India since 1955, ending India’s 18 Test series
unbeaten streak at home. This is India's first Test series loss at home in 12
years.
