He also called for accountability
and introspection among members. Mr Dhankhar expressed concern over
the state of parliamentary proceedings, saying the disruptions mock public
trust and expectations. He added that where reasoned dialogue should
prevail, the House witnesses only chaos. The Chairman urged every
Parliamentarian, regardless of party, to examine their conscience.
