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RICE-FOREST: The Jannaram in charge forest Range Officer of Machiryal

district Sushma Rao, stated that forest department officials have granted
permission for large vehicles to transport rice through the Kavval Tiger Reserve.
There are 86 rice procurement centers in Jannaram and Dandepalli mandals.
Permission has been given for lorries to pass through forest check posts located in
Muthyampet, Tapalapur, Kottagudem, Pandwapur, and Kalamadugu villages.
