In 2024 there was an overall increase of 4 percent in crime rate in

Rachakonda police commissionerate’s jurisdiction. According to an annual
report for 2024 submitted by the Police Commissioner Sudheer Babu today, the
total cases rose from 27,586 in 2023 to 28,626 this year. Cases of robbery
decreased by 6% from 125 in 2023 to 118 in 2024. House burglaries by day and
night saw a notable reduction of 17%, dropping from 767 cases to 633. However,
murders rose by 11%, from 66 to 73 cases. Kidnappings, including cases
involving missing minors, increased by 10%, from 420 to 463. Rape cases,

including those involving false promises of marriage, grew by 17%, from 327 to
