According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the AQI at Delhi's Wazirpur
at 460, Mundka at 442, Anand Vihar at 439, Alipur at 437, Okhla Phase-2 at
425, RK Puram at 427, Bawana at 473 and Dwarka sector 8 at 389. The
India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that Delhi and the
surrounding NCR are likely to experience smog and dense to shallow fog
during the night and morning hours over the next two days. An AQI between
0 and 50 is considered good, 51 and 100 satisfactory, 101 and 200 moderate,
201 and 300 poor, and 301 and 400 very poor. An AQI between 401 and 450
is considered severe.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave
conditions in parts of Himachal Pradesh, Jammu-Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit,
Baltistan and Muzaffarabad for today.

FPIs

Foreign investors pumped in over 26,000 crore rupees into the Indian
capital markets so far in December. As per the depositories data, the foreign
portfolio investors or FPIs, pumped in 21,789 crore rupees into the Indian
equities markets and 4,646 crore rupees into the debt market, taking the
total net investment into the Indian capital markets to 26,435 crore rupees.
This comes after heavy outflows in the last few months. The overseas
investors pulled out 21,612 crore rupees from equities markets in November
and 94,017 crore rupees in October. Interestingly, September had marked a



nine-month high for FPI inflows in equities, with an investment of 57,724
crore rupees. So far this year, FPIs have made a net investment of 6,770
crore rupees into equities and 1,11,704 crore rupees into the debt markets,
taking the total investment into the Indian capital markets to nearly 1.2 lakh
crore rupees in 2024.

SMRITI MANDHANA RECORD

Indian opener Smriti Mandhana set a new milestone in Women'’s cricket
last evening after scoring 91 runs against the West Indies in the first ODI in
Vadodara. The match-winning innings pushed her 2024 tally across all
formats to 1,602 runs, surpassing South Africa’s Laura Wolvaardt’s record of
1,593 runs for the most international runs in a calendar year. Mandhana
achieved the feat in just 36 matches, with her highest score of 2024 being
149 against South Africa in the Chennai Test. Mandhana, who already broke
the record for most T20I runs in a calendar year earlier this month with 763
runs, also set a record for the most fifties in women’s T20I cricket during the
series decider on December 19. With two ODIs left against the West Indies
this year, she has the chance to further extend her record-breaking run. In
the match, India dominated the West Indies, securing a commanding
211-run victory in the first ODI of the three-match ICC Championship series.
Chasing a target of 315 runs, the West Indies were bowled out for just 103.
The second and third ODIs of the series are scheduled for tomorow and
December 27, both to be played in Vadodara.

PANAMA CANAL

President-elect Donald Trump has proposed that his administration
might seek to regain control of the Panama Canal, citing ludicrous fees
charged to shippers using the crucial waterway. Trump’s remark came during
his first major rally since his election victory on November 5. The canal,
which connects the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, was ceded to Panama by the
United States on December 31, 1999, under a treaty signed by President
Jimmy Carter in 1977. Panama’s President José Raul Mulino, elected in May
on a pro-business platform, dismissed Trump’s suggestion as an affront to
Panama’s sovereignty. The canal generates about one-fifth of Panama’s
annual revenue and is vital to the nation’s economy. The Panama Canal, built



by the United States in the early 1900s, has faced operational challenges
recently due to 2023’s Central American droughts, which reduced daily ship
crossings. Although transit has since normalised with improved weather,
higher fees are expected to persist into next year.

SERBIA PROTEST

In Serbia, approximately 29,000 people gathered in Belgrade yesterday
to protest against the government, marking one of the largest
demonstrations in recent years. The protests come after seven weeks of
sporadic nationwide demonstrations following a tragic train station roof
collapse in Novi Sad that killed 15 people. Demonstrators attribute the
collapse to widespread corruption and substandard workmanship, alleging
negligence in the refurbishment of the railway station, which was renovated
twice in recent years by Chinese state companies. The rally, held at Slavija
Square, is seen as a significant challenge to Serbian President Aleksandar
Vucic's leadership. In an apparent response to growing public anger, the
government has extended school winter holidays, starting them nearly a
week earlier, and announced various subsidies aimed at young people.
